The Untouchable cannot live 
wíthih that part of a vUlagc in­
habited by caste Hindus. He dwells 
Just outside the village in a Utfie 
^IpiíDunlty of his kind who rcpre

no rights. They can't own land and 
are dependent on the caste village 
for their very existence.

Because their touch defiles, the 
Untouchables must eke out their 
precarious existence by emptying 
night-soil and performing slmUar 
lowly tasks for their masters. The 
code of untouchabillty even says 
that they maist wear filthy cloth­
ing. They may not use water from 
the village well, because they would 
detite the well, and so they must 
get drink elsewhere. Thus runs the 
horrible story.

Not being restralncxi by this law 
of untouchabillty, your correspond­
ent has risked his standing in so­
ciety by visiting the settlements of 
outcasts sttached to some of India’s 
700,000 villages. Yes, there are that 
many, unbelievable though it seems

I foupd the Untouchables a 
friendly, kindly folk who were filled 
with wonder St my descent to the 
depths. Stltl, In their humble, way 
they were as pleased as terrier 
puppies at being noticed by the 
“master class.”

Of course they were wholly Ig­
norant, but their mentality was
