Propaganda Assault

Russia Using Violent Tactics In Attempt To Draw Na-
tions Away From U.S.; Harp On “Coming Depres-
sion” Which Will Ruin Countries Associated U. S.

By DEWITT MACKENZIE

Soviet Russla™ propaganda of-
ensive against what it regards as
an American attack on communism
has developed new and violent tac-
tiecs which have subordinated poli-
tical isms to economic issues.

The latest thesis of the Mosdow
press is that the United States is

Why turn to Russia? Well, to use
