Washington. Sept. 16 — (AP) — 
Three famous Supreme Court cases 
on the subject of communism are 
worth recalling today.

They ^ e  the Harry Bridges. Wil­
liam Scheiderman, and Joseph 
George Strecker c i ^ .

They have taken on new' interest 
because the U S, Immigration Serv- 
ice again has accused the Commu- 
nist party of advocating tpe over­
throw of the government by vio­
lence. •

On this ground, the Immigration 
Service is making new attem pts to 
deport aliens whom it believes to 
be Communists.

F>>r example, it has accused John 
Canto, organization director of the 
CIO 'Transport Workers Union, of 
being a Communist and is trying to 
send him back to Romania. More 
cases like this are expected.

One of them may go to the Su­
preme Court and become a famous 
ca.se.

The principle favolv-ed is the Im- 
m im tion  Act. It provides for the 
evriuslon—or deportation—of aliens 
who are “members of or affiliated 
with" any organization which “be­
lieves in. advises advocates, or 
teaches x x x the overthrow 
foice or violence of the government 
of the United States."
