A regency ruled for Mihai until 
Carol ascended the throne |  again 
after reconsidering his abdication 
During World War U, Carol fled the 
country after the Nazi-affiliated 
Iron Guard rose to power.

Mihai resumed the throne, and 
later succeeded in overthrowing Dic­
tator Ion Antonescu in a coup on 
Aug. 23. 1944. Mihai was honored 
by the Soviet government with the 
Order of Victory for this “courage­
ous act.”

Mlhai’s name was linked with that 
of Princess Anne a member of a 
Danish-Pre&ch family, during his 
recent trip to Switzerland. She was 
In Switzerland at the same time.

Hihai was the last reigniqg mo­
narch in countries of eastern Europe 
which Russia dominates. The kings 
of Albania (Zogi, Bulgaria (Simeon 
II) and Yugoslavia (Piter) previ­
ously had lost their thrtmes in up­
heavals connected with the war.

The abdication left King Paul of 
Greece the only employed king in 
the Balkans or southern Europe.

Sentence Nine Burmese 
For Assassination Plot

Rangoon. Burma, Dec. 30 -(AP)~ 
U Saw. prea-ar premlei of Burma, 
end eight others were .sentenced to­
day to die for the assassination J  
Maj. Oen. U Aung San and six 
other Burmese cabinst ministers.

A special Burmese tribunal found 
that U Saw. leader of the opposition 
Myochlt party, was the brains be­
hind the plot in which a.ssassla< 
burst into the minister.^’ council 
chamber July 19 and sprayed it with 
machlnegun bullets.

The 45-jear-old U Saw long had 
been at odds with Aung»San. anti­
communist le a ^  who was to haw 
become the flW premier of inde­
pendent Burma in Jaiuiary. He was 
a rested shortly after the assassina­
tion.

U Saw was removed from the pre­
miership by the British during the 
war on suspicion of collaboration 
with the Japanese. He returned tc 
political prominence after the war’s 
end. He resigned from the gov­
ernor's executive council in proteat 
against the signing in London by 
Aunp San of the agreement under 
which Burma will become aelf-gov- 
ecning. Since that time he devoted 
himaelf for the moat part to his 
newspapef.

E'er a good many years now this 
column hs£ been devoted to answer­
ing questions for readers, and now 
your correspondent has one he 
would likt answered. It's this;

Just how wise is it for potential 
“enemy” nations to maintain trade 
with each other when the war- 
clouds are hanging low Do the 
short-range advantages balance ihs 
long-range dangers?

What set me to mulling over this 
problem was the news that Britain 
has agreed to ship tin (an essential 
ore) to Russia, and that the Soviet 
Union wUl send England 790,000 
tons of sdrely needed coarse grain. 
The Soviet news. agency, Tass, 
states that Britain also is selling 
Russia railroad rails, and rendering 
assistance in the purchase of other 
things.

Of course there'e nothing new in 
such transactions. American busi­
ness is trading with Russia right 
along and as recently as the flrat 
of this month 0. S. Undersecretary 
Of Commerce William C, Poster said 
that' the department bellevee United 
SUttoe trade with Russia Is adSan- 
tageous to both eountriea Russia 
even can buy heavy industrial 
equipment, and Amerie* is getting 
manganese and chrome ores among 
other things, from the Soviets.

Those of the province Jijona, on the 
other hana, are more like guava 
paste.

Residents of some Latin coun­
tries, Puerto Rico for instance, In­
dulge in wrhat they call “asaltos” 
from Christmas Eve through the 
January fete.

“Asaltos” are what they sound 
like—assaults—according to a Puerto 
Rican journalist here. Friends ga­
ther and barge in on other friends 
at home, almost any old time they 
please.

They expect refreshments when 
they get there too. After visiting 
an hour or so they move on to an­
other home taking their mast re­
cent hosts along with them.
