English Exchange Teacher Talks

Miss Minna Clothier, who is teach-
ing the fifth grade in Tarboro this
year, spoke at a joint meeting of
the American Association of Uni-
versity Women and the local chapter
of Delta Eappa Gamma, on Mon-
day evening, February 23. She talk-
ed in a most informal and de-
lightful way of her observations and
experiences in North Carolina this
year, and went on to explain the
English school systems, both state
and private. She touched briefly on
the difficulties of teaching school
in London during the blits and the
flying bomb periods of the war, and
told several touching and amusing
incidents which occurred then. Miss
Clothier went into some detafl
about rfationing and price controls
which are still in effect in Eng-
land.

“Although these increas-
es would Iift the nation's expendi-
tures for education to nearly three
times the present total, the amount
as a whole, as well as the several
items in it, seems both reasonable
and conservative in relation to the

He is heré for the annual con-
vention of the association.

Dr. Hunt declared the $3,000,000,-
000 now being spent on education
is inadequate. He proposed that the
United States spend in line with
the recommendations for adequate
financial support, outlinéd in the
association’s 26th yearbook, an ad-
ditional $5,000,000,000 for the fol-
lowing purposes: '

1. For young children an addi-
tional yearly expenditure of $400.-
000,000.

2. For secondary education an
additional annual outlay of $1,050.-
000,000,

3. For higher and adult educa-
tion, $450,000,000 more annually.

4. For exceptional children an
increase of $150,000,000 annuaily.

5. For new services, activities, de-
| vices, and procedures and for needed
isalary increasé each year at least
$1,500,000,000 more.

6. For teacher education $200,-
000,000 more.

7. For housing and permanent
equipment, an additional annual
expenditure of $1,250,000,000.

Dr. Hunt declared teacher short-
ages, the large crop of war babies,
the condition of our school build-
ings, the substandard and unmet
needs of teachers and pupils all
point to the fact that “if we don't
get the $8,000,000,000, the education-
al system will deteriorate still fur-
ther.”
