Richmond, Va., Peb. 26-{;P)—Gov­
ernor WUliam M. Tuck asked the 
Virginia General Assembly today to 
enact legislation which would bar 
President Truman’s name from the 
next Presidential election ballot.

The proposal, delivered personal­
ly to a joint session of the State 
Legislature, was the Governor’s ans­
wer to the President’s civil rights 
program. Tuck invited similar action 
by the rest of the South."^

He said the Tiuman program re­
sulted from “iniquitous influences 
that had found their way into both 
Major p arti»  and would give to the 
Federal government “sufficient pow­
er to create in Amerlcra the coun­
terpart of a Hitler or a Stalin.”

Tuck recommended that the 
State’s election laws be changed to 
eliminate the nam » of the Presi­
dential apd vlce-pr»ldential nom­
ine» from the ballot. Voters would 
merely d»ignate their party pref­
erence. Thus the Pr»identiiil elec- 
Uhts would not necessarily be com­
mitted to the party nomln».

His proposed legislation also would 
bar Henry Wallace’s third party 
from the ballot by limiting it to par­
t i»  which participated in the last 
Presidential election or polled 10 per 
c«it or more of the vote in any gen­
eral election in the state during the 
past five years.

Then answer the othi^^uestlonz, 
step by step: your onpliSyar’i  name 
and address, your $4,000 salary, your 
$200 from interest, your $300 from 
dividends. Adding it, your total in ­
come was $4,500.

(If you had mora than (ma am- 
pli^er, list each (me with his ad­
dress and tiie amount of money he 
paid you.)

Now turn to the taz-taUe on page 
4. Since you had three exemptions, 
look down the third column, oppo­
site $4,500, your total toc(»ne. You 
find your tax is $500. That’s your 
total tax for 1947.

That’s the tax not 
only on your $4,000 salary but also 
on your $200 In interest. ^00  In 
dividends.

But in 1947 the boss withheld $406 
tax from your $4,000 salary.

$12.19 into pesetas for each day here.

Highway Body 
In Hasty Retreat

Raleigh, N.C., Feb. 20-(AP)—The 
State Highway Commlssfon today 
beat a hasty retrm t in its dispute 
with W. R. Anderson. Asheville coo- 
tractor.

The commission voted to award 
to Anderson’s firm, the AsheviUe 
Contracting Company, contract tor 
a road construction Job In Buncombe 
and Haywood counties which had 
been held in abeyance since the 
commission’s January letting.

The commission also voted to res­
cind a resolution it adopted several 
months ago which held Andmrson 
was not a “responsible’’ bidder and 
banned him permanently from re­
ceiving highway contracts. The res­
olution followed a dispute between 
Anderson and CTiief Highway Engi­
neer W. Vance Balse.

Despite the resolution, the Ashe- 
vUle firm placed a bid of $31i,766A0 
for the Buncombe-Haywood project. 
The bid was $14,000 below the next 
low bid and $34,000 below the com­
mission’s estimate.

Anderson sought a court order to 
force the commission consider his 
bids, and at a hearing at Asheville 
last week, Judge Hoyle Sink ruled 
that the commission must consider 
the bids. The Judge added that 
whether the commission accepted 
the bids "is no concern of the court." 
An appeal from Judge Sink’s order 
is still pending.

Motion to award the contract to 
Anderson’s firm was made by C<Mn- 
missioner D. Reeves Noland of 
Waynesville and the motion to res­
cind the resolution was made by 
Commissioner John O. Clark of 
Greenville. Both were adopted with 
little discussion.

Knutson Studies^ 
Social Security

Washington, Feb. 28— Farm­
ers and business and professional 
men may get a chance to buy gov­
ernment old age Insurance.

Chairman Knutson (R-Minn) erf 
the House Ways and Means com­
mittee said today he hopes a way 
can be found for the some 12,000,000 
self-employed to take part in the 
social security program—at their 
own request.

Knutson reactivated the Ways 
and Means subcomniittee on Social 
Security, under chairman Reed 
(R-NY) to study expansion of cov­
erage and make reconunendatlons.

About 42,000,000 Job holders now 
have government old age insur­
ance. They and their employers pay 
a special tax. After 65 they get ben­
efits on the basis of their earnings.

However, fuum operators, self- 
employed business and professional 
men and farm and domestic work­
ers were left out of the program 
when the Socity Security law was 
passed In 1935. The main reason was 
that no easy way could be found to 
collect the tax and figure out the 
credits for such persons.

Tail Says Labor 
Law Elfedive; 
Looks To Future

Washington. Feb. 26—(AP)—Sen­
ator Taft (R-Ohio) said today 
strikes have been fewer under the 
Taft-Hartley Act—but there may 
be trouble ahead.

The reason, he explained, is that 
the new law doesn’t forbid walk­
outs for better wages and hours. 
And many union contracts expire in 
the next six months.

Taft reviewed the law's operations 
in an article In Collier’s magazine.

He said it Is working satisfac­
torily. that it is preventing second­
ary strikes which “Imposed unjust 
hardships on Innocent third par­
ties.” and that It has already en­
abled unions to get rid of Commu­
nist officers “in a few cases.”

Then the co-author of the law 
said this about the future:

"The Labor-Management Rela­
tions Act of 1947 (Taft-Hartley) has 
been In effect but a short time. I t 
ha.s been a period of comparative 
industrial peace. I am not enough 
of an optimist to believe that such 
is a permanent state of affairs.”

T aft rejected any idea of pro­
hibiting wage strikes by law. how­
ever.

He said the “dire, predictions” of 
labor leaders as to the effects of 
the law are being proved wrong, 
and In fact "every union newspaper 
stresses new gains for their mem- 
bCTf."

He accused the CIO and AFL of 
failing to name the particular parts 
of the law to which they object. 
“If they did.” he said, “their argu­
ments could be easily answered and 
the union members would be even 
more in favor of the specific pro­
visions of the act.”
