27—(/—If your
Income was $5,000 Or more you must
make your 1847 income tax return
on the 1040 long-form.

But you'll have to item-
ize them all on page 3.

Poultry Industry
Expands In State

College Station, Raleigh, Feb. 27—
That North Carolina’s poultry in-
dustry has grown during the past
15 years is evidenced by a report
today from C. Brice Ratchford, in
charge of Extension Farm Manage-
ment for the State College Exten-
sion Service.

Mr. Ratchford stated that the
number of chickens on hand on
North Carolina farms increased
from 6,400,000 on -April 1, 1930 to
10,300,000 on January 1, 1945. There
were a few more farms that added
chickens to their program during
this period, Mr. Ratchford stated.
but most of the increase was due to
large flocks. The number of farms
with less than 50 chickens decreas-
ed from 214,414 to 120,659, while the
farms with over 400 chickens in-
creased from 294 fo 1,338 from 1930
to 1945,

The number of eggs produced dur-
ing that time increased from 33,-
600,000 dozen to 61,900,000 dozen.

Washington—It isn't just the
young folks who are leaving the
farms. Whole households are moving
city-ward.

A Bureau of the Census survey
made in April last year shows that
83 per cent of the households of
the United States are now located
in urban areas.

A “household” is defined as in-
cluding “all the persons who oc-
cupy & house, an apartment or
other group of rooms” or a room
that constitutes “separate living
quarters.”

It includes the related family
members and also the unrelated
persons, if any, such as lodgers,
servants or hired hands who share
the living quarters. Agperson living
alone, or a group of unrelated per-
sons sharing the same living ac-
commodations as partners, also con-
stitutes & “household.”

There are approximately 39,138,000
households ir* the United States.
The number on farms went down
sharply to only about 17 per cent
in 1947 from about 20 per cent in
1940 and 22 per cent in 1930.

About 78 per cent of all house-
holds—city and farm—are headed
by males.

That women were the heads of
only about seven per cent of the
farm households is accounted for
by the fact that farm women have
a tendency these days to move to
the city when their marriages are
broken by widowhood or divorce.
One-fourth of the men who are
heads of households are under 35,
another fourth between 35 and 44.
Three-eighths are 45 to 64 and one-

eighth 65 and over.

Line 4—write $2,500, your total
exemptions which in your case were
yourself, wife and children. Sub-
stract that $2,500 from the $8,500 on;
line §. :

That $6,000 is the only part of
yoiir income the government can tax.
It’s what is left after substracting
your deductions and exemptions
from your total $9,000 income.

Now take up the instruction sheet !
mentioned earlier in this story. Look
at the tax-table on the bottom of'
page 4. Your taxable $6,000 will be in |
the line where it says ‘over “.OOOI
but not over $6,000.”

There you see the tax on the first
$4,000 of your taxable $6,000 is $840,
plus 26 per cent of the remaining
$2,000, or $520. Add the $520 to the
$840. That gives you a total of $1,-
360.

. Now turn back to page 3 of the
long-form. On line 6 write that to-
tal, $1,360. But that i{sn’t the tax
you have to pay.

Take 5 per cent of that $1,360—
it's $68—and write the $68 on line
7. Now substract line 7 ($88) from
line 6 ($1,360) and write the result,
$1,292, on line 8.

That $1,202 is your total tax, the
tax you have to pay. There are
a few other steps. ;
