An Analyst Weighs The Chances Of Jews And Arabs;
Two Plans Of Campaign; Fight For Communications;

Factors Involved in Victory
LONG

Jerusalem, March 17—(AP)—The
Arabs talk of victory in Palestine in
a single, overwhelming onslaught.
The Jews speak of a long-drawn,
hard campaign to win the state the
United Nations mapped.

But what they really mean is that
the Arabs hope to win eventually by
ceaseless guerrilla tactics
would block the Jewish state from
ever coming into actual being—and
the Jews hope to clinch victory In
quick, decisive blows.
