Russia To Fight 
UN Inquiry Into 
Communisi Grab
Gromy4co’s Name-

Lake Success, March IS—(AP)— 

Russia seemed grimly determined 
today to fight on against a United 
Nations inquiry into the CcHmmmlst 
grab of Czechoslovakia.

A decisive East-West clash over 
Soviet expansion in Europe is in 
jffospect.

The UJÍ. Security Council voted 
yesterday, over strenuous Soviet ob­
jections, to hear all that can be 
turned up on the Czechi»lovak 
crisis.

The decisicHi was taken against a 
backdrop of bitter name-calling by 
Soviet Deputy Foreiyn Minister An­
drei A. Gromyko. Applause for 
s p e a k e r s  answering Gromyko’s 
thrusts echoed three times in the 
packol, usually staid council cham­
ber.

The council set nact Mcmday for 
the start of debate on the case, filed 
last Friday by the government of 
Chile against Sussia.

Gromyko called the Chilean com­
plaint a dirty and slmiderous docu­
ment; he said €%ile was a lackey 
of influential foreign circles; and 
he called Dr. Jan Papanek, UH.

The pilot and 
co-pUot stayed with ttie C-47 to 
make a forced landing rather than 
abandon it over the city.

They 
were not injured.

T H E  S U M M A T I O N
President Truman's mes­

sage to Congress yesterday 
was a summation of facts 
known both by the Admini­
stration and by the public at 
large for many weeks.

However, the bluntness of 
his language was new; and 
while the steps by which he 
proposed to meet the situa­
tion appear drastic, precisely 
what alternatives are there ?

The solemn words, “We 
must be prepared to pay the 
pHce of peace or assuredly 
we ihall pay the price of 
war,” were aimed directly at 
the American home and the 
elected representativea of 
150 million people.

Responsibility for the fu­
ture qt the world has been 
tossed into our laps, and the 
manner in which we meet 
this responsibifity will be 
closely watched by friends 
and Communists as a guage 
for policies yet undetermin­
ed. .

Secretary Marshall hit the 
nail on the head when he 
later told Congress that dip­
lomatic action without the 
backing of military strength 
in the present world can lead 
only to appeasement

desirable for a nation. But 
morality has no effect on a 
government which ignores it 
and respects only armed 
might.

Some degree of realiza­
tion as to the truly critical 
situation was displayed on 
the day before the President 
spoke when Republican 
House leaders ^agreed that 
this nation’s armed services 
must be vastly strengthened.

Speaker Martin said, “The 
constant advance of the Iron 
Curtain across Europe has 
created a grave crisis in our 
international relations. We 
must have the strongest navy 
on the seas. We must make 
ourselves absolutely supreme 
in the air and under the 
seas.”

Just how the Republican 
House leaders propose to 
man the planes and ships 
they knew were necessary, 
was not indicated. But vol­
untary enlistments have fail­
ed to keep up with the needs 
of even our shrunken armed 
forces, and there is no reason 
to believe the situation will 
change overnight.

So that’s the picture; and 
unpleasant as it may be, we 
must face it calmly and 
without hiding behind the 
skirts of hysteria and emo­
tionalism We must find the 
answers now, orw e shall an­
swer for it later.
