Washington, March 25—(#Indig=
nation mounted in Congress today
over testimony that American wars«
plane engines and other supplies
have been shipped to Russia at a
time of critica: world tension.
Spurred by disclosures before his
House Investigating committee,
Chairman Rizley (R-Okla) told re-
porters these moves are under way:
1. A demand on the department
of Commerce for a complete break-
down of all U. S. materials sent to
Russia and her satellite nations.
2. An immediate check into re-
ports that boxes and crates marked
for shipment to Russia “are lying
all over the New York waterfront.”
3. A full-scale inquiry into the
operations of Moore-McCormack
Steamship Lines of New York, de-
scribed by a witness yesterday as
e American firm handling all ship-
ments for Amtorg, the official pur-
chasing agency in this country.
Rizley said committee investiga=-
tors are “already on the spot” te
go over Moore-McCormack's records.
He said they also will check reports
that 60 Russian-flag ships have been
loaded in New York harbor since
January 1.
Committee members gasped when
Carl Anderson, assistant chief of the
State Department’s International
Resources Divislon, testified yester-
day that ths department “has not
yet worked out a policy of distinc-
tion between shipments to friend-
ly and unfriendly countries.”
