Prof. Mobley 
said that when tho veterans complete 
the fanner training rourse, farming 
in Pitt county wUl pcogrtie to a con­
siderable extent

The course Includes the general 
farming plan. First of aU the vet­
erans are taught to keep accunte 
records; can and lareserve a stated 
quantity of foods; cultivate a hcrnie 
garden and a l|ome orehard; study 
soU testing establish permanent 
pastures; teuce care of tools and Im- 
plemnrts; have at least one acre of 
winter cover crops; one m  more 
acres of a cash crop, other than to­
bacco; one acre or more of hybrid 
or certified seed com; have one or 
more brood sows and osw dairy cow 
and at least 25 laying hens, and so 
forth.
