New York— (# —“If you push
enough doorbells, you'll sell enough
brushes.”

That is the simple sales formula
on which Alfred C. Fuller, the or-
iginal Fuller Brush man, has bullt
a gigantic house to house business.
Fuller, now 63, started in the
basement of his sister-in-law’s house
in 1905. He made the brushes on a
$15 second-hand machine in the aft-
ernoon and evening, peddled ithem
the next morning.

He doesn't have to push doorbells
himself anymore. He's so wealthy
he doesn’t even have to answer the
door himself when a Puller Brush

But this year some 7,000 l'ullﬁ
Brush men across the nation wi
push appreximately 43,750,000 door-
bells to sell housewives nearly $30,-
000,000 worth of brushes.

Today the Fuller Brush man has
become a familiar figure on the
American doorstep. Red Skelton has
just made a move about him and
The Baturday Evening Post featur-
ed him this week in & one of its
“Men at Work” serles.

What's he like—this door-to-door
salesman who has taken the place
of the oldtime itinerant peddler and
knocks more often than the post-
man?

The Brush Company recently poll-
ed some of its 7,000 dealers and came
up with this picture:

The average Fuller Brush man is
40 years old, has a high achool edu-
cation, gets his own hours, earns $70

Still Being Lost

Potentlal claimants are still losing
Social Security payments because
they don't know to file claims for
them. Marshall Barney, manager of |
the Rocky Mount Field Office, sald |
today that almost six percent of the
ciaims filed with his office are filed
late, causing the loss of one or more
months payment.

Concern over these losses hasg caus-
ed the local office to make a study
of them. They are largely caused by
two groups. One group is composed
of wives and widows who know noth-
Ing about Social Security or think
that it is charity. The other group
is one of older workers who lose their
jobs and don't come in to file yntil
they exhaust all resources for re-
employment.

Mr. Barney reemphasized the “two
times for action”; when a worker
gets to be 65 years old, and when a
breadwinner dies. Just a post card
or a visit to the Rocky Mount office
or one of its itinerant points would
save a lot of grief,
