Washington ‘— Handsome Gaio
Plaza, Ecuador's young new presid-

] ent, is one of the United States’ best

friends in Latin America. He is also
one of the most popular ambas-
sadors ever to be received in this
country. He served from 1944 (0
June 1948, when he resigned.

M. Plaza, a towering six-footer of
42, was born in New York City wnile
his father, Gen. Leonidas Plaza, was
serving as minister to the Unied
States. Galo attended the Univer-
sity of Califgrnia and Georgetown
University and was graduated from
the University of Maryland's Sthool
of Agriculture, He has traveled ex-
tensively.

In 1929, while an attache at the
Ecuadorian Legation here, he drove
about town in a Stutz “Bearcat” in
quest for “wine, women and song.”
That is, until his father, then In
Switzerland, got wind of his goings-
on. The elder Plaza got him fired
and cut his allowance. Galo went
to New York, arriving the day the
stock market crashed. He rented
out his raccoon coat for football
games, unsuccessfully tried to se'l
real estate, finally turned to pea-
dling apples on the streets.

* Later 'he returned to . Ecuador,
arriving only a few months before
his father’s death. He settled down
and took over the management of
the yast family fortunes, He has
held many positions of ipmortancze
and responsibility. Among them
are mayor of Quito, presidént of the

Municipal' Council® frol 1937 to
1938, ‘president of the/ Ecuadorian
delegation to the Spdth American
Jlympic Games at Bogota in 1938
