Berlin, July T —(AP)— The Com-
munists announced today a two-
year plan to tie Berlin economicaliy
to the Soviet occupation zone of
Germany, They warned Berliners
not to pin their hopes for the future
on the western air bridge over tnhe
Soviet blockade,

The Communists also announced
they are drawing up a constitution
for a German republie—their answer
to the projected western Germany
constitutional assembly.

At the same time the U. 8. Air
Force attacked the growing fucl
shortage in blockaded western Ber-
lin, which in 19 days has cut fa:-
tory operations 40 per cent. The
first “flying coalman” winged inco
Berlin shortly after moon ith 110
bags of coal. The Americans began
the operation in the face of & veled
Russian warning on the safety of
their air bridge planes.

“We
are going on with austerity because
we are determined to hand over to
our children a free, independent and
up-to-date nation.”

Parliament approved last night the
accord with the U. 8. under which
Britain will get about $1,200,000,000
during the first year. France also
approved a similar agreement by
which she will get $375,000,000.

The out-spoken Bevin told the
mine unionists the belief that dip-
lomacy must be carried on over the
heads of the people is “all moon-
shine.”

LETTER

Washington — The new National
Becurity Resources Board (NSRB) is
rapidly shaping up as the nation’s
number one Minute Man, Sometime
during the summer or early fall, the
board will submit its fic<¢ report
to the President.

The NSRB was set up under the

National Security Act of 1947 1Its
job involves keeping constantly up-
to-date a blue print for immediate
mobilization. Arthur M. Hill, presi-
dent of a bus line, is chairman. His
board members are all the cabinet
members with the exception of the
attorney general and the postmast-
er general. Mr. Hill forks clirectly
with the President. He advises him
on the constantly changing pattern
of preparedness.
“We are not looking for trouble”
Mr. Hill told me, “but it would be
unwise to ignore the trend of events.”
He thinks U. 8. needs for its nation-
al security are five-fold, listing them
as follows:

Of all the men I met in years of
trooping with the colors in combat
I can say with an admiration beyond
any I have given to another man,
dead or alive.

“Omar Nelson Bradley, to the best
of my ability to judge men, is the
finest man, in war or peace, I have
met in my time.”

It would be superfluous to say I
would risk my life for him—because
so many have done that already.
