That's illustrated by the anger 
and walkout of Southern delegates 
on tha convention floor over the 
civil rlghta laaue. Mr. Truman made 
It an Issue when he laid down hla 
elvU right! profram last February.

Before the convention started here 
Monday, aome of the biggest Demo­
cratic poUtlelana didn't want Mr 
Truman re-nomlnated.

That kind of feeling by Demo­
crats about tha leader of their par­
ty—since the voting public has read 
of how they felt—Isnt a vote-puller.

The splita and divided thinking 
within the party—eueh aa over civil 
rlghta—doesnt help roll up vote* 
either.

In winning election to toe Presl 
denoy four tonee. Ml*. Roosevelt’s 
victorlei were ao large over the 
country generally that he could have 
won without the votes of the South­
ern atatea.

But tola year no one la predicting 
any such kind of sweep for the Dem­
ocratic ticket of Mr. Truman and

Pay Increases In 
Steel Accepted; 
Prices Upped

Pittsburgh, July 16—(AP)— Tlie 
UB. Steel Corp. and the ClO-Unlted 
Steelworkers today agreed to a pay 
Increase averaging 13 cents hourly 
and the firm announced it has no 
alternative but to raise prices to 
meet resultant higher labor costs.

The raise ranged between flti cen»A 
and 25 cents, spread over more than 
a score of various Job classifications 
with the average hike 13 cents hour­
ly. It will affect about 170,000 pro­
duction workers employed by ÜB. 
Steel and its five subsidiaries.

Steel workers now average about 
$1.55 hourly.

The hourly Increase was ratified 
about 1 p.m. today by the steel 
union’s 171-man wage policy com­
mittee. The committee, over which 
CIO and Steelworker President Phil­
ip Murray presided, haüed the nev̂  
agreement as:

"A great victory for the United 
Steelworkers of America."

S.C. Demo Party 
Ordered Comply 
With Injunction

Charleston, S. C. July 16—(iP>— 
Federal Judge J. Waties Waring to­
day granted a preliminary injunct­
ion which forces the South Carolina 
Democratic party to enroll Negroes 
and grant them full participation 
In party affairs.

In granting the petition of David 
Brown, Beaufort Negro, for a pre­
liminary Injunction assuring Ne­
groes the right to party participa­
tion. the jurist issued a clear cut 
warning to the party.

There could be no doubt In the 
minds of any of the 87 defendants 
In the action, all state and county 
party leaders, that imprisonment 
awaits any party official who fails 
to comply fully with the “spirit” 
as well as the letter of the decision.
