lice said today the Russians are 
putting up more road blocks on the 
British-Soviet sone border near 
Lueneberg.

Assail Bars To 
Mixed Marriages

Geneva. Aug. S—iJV-The United 
Nations economic and Social Coun­
cil today condemned all legal meas­
ures against mixed marriages.
