At 8:15 am. the exact moment
when the atom bomb fell three yeass
ago today, the citizens of this scar-
red city prayed for world peace and
the repose of the thousands of 1c-
tims of the atom bomb used against
man,

the renewal of “solemn vows to con-
tribute our bit to the peace of the
world.' '

| “The whole city was razed to the
ground. There was nothing left but
ruln and disaster. No one can give
a full account of the awful suffer-
ings and grievous miseries tnis
single bomb brought to the living as
well as the dying. More than 100,-
000 innocent people last their lives
on that occasion. The fear and
trembling we experienced are indsed
Quite beyond description.™

Mill Experts See Re-|
turn To Normal By -
Summer’s End

Boston, Aug. 6—(AP)— Cutbarcks
to a four-day week in New England
textile mills are affecting thousan-s
of workers—but experts are not
alarmed.

The slowdowns this week are re-
stricted, they said, to plants manu-
facturing fine cotton and ar elarge-
ly due to the norma! give and *ake
of competition within the indust:y

Directly responsible is a sharp
curtailment in orders from manu-
facturers of high grade cotton goods
such as shirts and pajamas.

The experts don't expect the de-
cline in production to spread to the
rest of the industry in New England
and they look for the affected plants
to be back to their normal five-day
week by the end of summer,

One textile expert calls this a
“competitive readjustment” in the
high grade lines which is a natura!
consequence of a price break in
another line, print goods, earlier in
the year.

Manufacturers of finished goods
he says, have loaded inventories as
a result of consumer resistance. He
predicts the return of a buvers’ mar-
ket which will get finished products
rolling again by fall with a conse-
quent pick-up in production for the
slowed-down textile manufacturers

A contributing factor, he explains
is the world dollar shortage and ac-
companying decline in the export
business. Faced with high pricss
retall manufacturers have looked tc
the South recently for somewhat
lower grade and cheaper cotton ma-
terial.

prime reasons:

1. There is discontent and dis-
affection among Moscow's satellite
bloc of Eastern Europe.

2. Russia and her Red bloc are
being squeezed economically because
of the division of Europe into two
camps. And of course, Western Eu-
rope is being squeezed, too, for these
great areasware interdependent.

In fact the economic experts
maintain that it would be Impossible
to rehabilitate Europe fully so long

as the Iron Curtain exists. That,
by the way, is one of the difficulties
of making the Marshall Plan fully
efficient.

Three days later American afr-
power confirmed the arrival of the
atom age by dropping a second bomb
over Nagasaki,  Another mighty
mushroom blossomed. Arother city,
except the area protected by hills,
lay stricken.

The two bombs killed 120,000 peo-
ple—80,000 at Hiroshima, 40,000 at
Nagasaki—and injured 320,000 more.

President Truman justified the
dropping of the atomic bombs by
saying they had saved 250,000 Amer-
ijcan lives by avoiding the need of
a full-scale land invasion. But he
said another global war would mean
the end of civilization.

“We aré not going to do that,”
he promised. “We are going to ac-
cept the Golden rule and we are go-

But the
shadow of another global war still
lifts and settles like a vagrant cloud.

History’s biggest Jjuvenile delin-
quent—the atom—has done pretty
well since he went to reform school.
Yet on his third birthday the ques-
tion of his permanent guardianship
is still unsettled.

Let's hope he never plays hookey
and goes on a rampage while the
world argues over what to do with
him. A growing boy can cause much
more harm than a baby—and what
& baby he was!

Regarding Bonus

Philadelphia, Aug. 6— (# — The
Philadelphia Phillies—{fitfully eye-
ing their 19 bonus youngsters—are
making plans for a mid-winter bat-
tle to change the present major
league contract rules.

The Phils’ battle plans were re-
vealed yesterday as baseball com-
missioner A. B. Chandler issued a
statement in Cincinnati, sharply
criticizing tne Major League clubs
for violating both the bonus player
and high school rules.

“Bince the passage o0f the bonus

“{rule on Feb. 15, 1947, &handler sald,

“club owners and those who assist
have shown extraordinary
wess in finding ways to circume
ent the rule.”
Under the high school rule, no
student may be signed until the day
after he graduates, or the day after
his class graduates in the event he
quits school earlier,
A bonus player is defined as one
paid from $800 by a class E club
to sign to $6,000 or more by a Major
League team.
Chandler sald it has been brought
to his attention that some club own-
ers have been “offering contracts
to players’ fathers to serve as scouts,
or paying off the mortgage on the
family homestead, lavishly enter-
taining father, mother, brother or
sisters for a considerable period in
the Major League city, and doing
too many other things to enumerate
here that really violate the rule.
Any such “gifts,” Chandler sald,
will be added to the salary or bonus
pald a player when he signs a con-
tract with the undegstanding that,
if the aggregate is in excess of the
limit in any given classification, the
plaver will be considered a bonus
player. y
spearheading the Phils’ drive is
Joe Reardon, boss of the club’s net-
work of farm clubs.

From the discussions by citizens
of the dangerous privy conditins
in the city at last night’s meeting,
it was gleaned that some property
owners feel that with the rent paid
for the Negro houses, they cannst
afford to spend money for privies
or sanitary tollets,

It “was not brought out at the
meeting, but it is a fact, according
to federal regulations that under
the rent control law (still in effecc)
that the owner of a house W0
makes improvements may legally
charge more rent and be allowed to
make at least 6 per cemt profit on
the expenditure

Information about the rent <on-
trol law is easily accessible right
here in Greenville, an observer at
the meeting said afterwards. The
| health laws regulate the occupant
of the house as well as the property
owner.

Incidentally, while these discus-
slons are going on, there is on scores

to become house flies, and then to
take flights to spread their disease-
bearing germs.
