Forrestal Lists
Rulings On Draff

Washington, Aug. 13—(P)—It's
too late to volunteer for military ser-

vice after a draft notice has been
delivered.

That's one of four pmune draft
rules announced by BSecretary of
Defense Forrestal yesterday. The
others:

1. Registrants who pass a pre-
induction physical examination will
be called ne sooner than three weeks
from that date—so they can settle
personal affairs—and within 120
days—to make sure that the examin-
ation still holds good. If 120 days
passes without call, they get anoth-
er examination.

2. Those physicals will be given
under current army regulations, with
assignment to duty according to
physical ability. A general classifica-
tion test will determine mental ca-
pacity. Minimum score: 70.

3. Wherever possible, the inductee
will be given a chance to name the
branch of service he wants.

Forrestal said the armed forces
will continue to accept voluntary
enlistments, except for men who al-
ready have received notice to report
for pre-induction examinations.

The army will handle both the in-
duction program and the volunteer
enlistments.

Smokers Affain

{Another Record

Washington, Aug. 12 — (AP) —
Americans smoked 345,000,000,000
cigarettes during the yeatr ended

June 30—another new record.

This was the equivalent of about
131 packs for every man, woman
and child. But inasmuch .as many
persons do not smoke, the number
used by smokers averaged much
higher than that. How much, no
ohe knows.

Consumption in the previous year
—which smashed a record set the
year before—totaled 327,000,000,000
cigarettes, or an average of about
119 packs for the population.

The  Agriculture Department,
which put out these figures today,
said another new record is expected

strikingly since before the war, the
department said, as higher purchas-
ing power has tended to boost both
consumption per smoker and the
