Republican leaders not only must 
retain their present narrow party 
margin in the Senate but also win 
active support of many Demoorats 
to as*end the present senate rulea. 
The Republicans now have 81 seats, 
t*"* ’̂ ‘•T'ocreta 4.V The change would 
require a two-thirds vote.

V a.id others who wsnt to tight­
en the rules declare that the nat­
ional aaeurity conceivably might be 
endangered by filibusters. If a few 
Smiators opposed going to war with 
•o n t nation ihm tentog an Invas­

ion they might prevent or at least 
delay action for benefit of an en­
emy.

Advocates of present senate rules 
insist that filibusters and unlimited 
debate have prevented more bad 
laws than good onea

The present rule was adopted Just 
before world war I, aftor a small 
band of senators blocked President 
Wilson’s request for authority to 
arm Merchant ships.

Wilson carried the issue to the 
public. Then a committee of five 
Democrats and five Republicans 
drew up the Cloture rule. Afier much 
debate the senate passed it 76 to
s.

But attempts to Jam through antl- 
lynch and simller measures have de­
veloped two loopholes.

Benators discovered that the Clo­
ture rule did not apply to the dally 
routine of correcting the official 
Journal of the previous day’s sesiglon.

The wrong way, he wént on, is to 
let the plain people bear* the brunt 
of inflation’s burdens, "while special 
intorests reap the benefits of ex­
cessive prices.”

“We have heard a lot lately from 
people who advocate this method,” 
the Chief Executive declared, but 
“I do not believe that we should 
fight inflation by putting the av­
erage American family through the 
wringer.”

Chairman MUlIkin (R-Colo.) of 
the Senate Finance Committee call­
ed Mr. Truman’s original anti-tofla- 
tion program a “parcel of egregious 
error x x x misdirected to a peace­
time America devoted to its eco­
nomic and political freedoms.”

He used to toss $30,000 trinkets to 
a favorite servant, Abld, who put 
him to bed after his benders. Abid 
got only $2 a month salary, but is

The present Nizam, known in In­
dia as “the miser maharajah,” 
shows no such signs of spoiling the 
hired hands.

He halted, put his foot on it, look­
ed both ways and quickly picked up 
the coin.

Washington—A stocky little man 
caUed "Pishbalt” deems It as "hon­
or and a privilege” to serve Congress 
it Is called into session—special, or 
other wise. “I ’m much happier work­
ing becauserl thrive in this business” 
Flshbalt told me as we sat in the air 
cooled reception room adjoining 
Speaker Joe Martin’s office waiting 
for the call to convene.

WilUam M. "Flshbalt” MlUer is 
Democratic doorkeeper of the House 
of Representatiwes. In this Job he 
does more than Just open the doors 
for Democratic representatives en­
tering hte House chamber. On quor­
um calls and roll calls, he tells the 
Democrats how the party Is voting 
on the matter at hand. He will say 
to each member entering “Quorum 
call, voting present,” or “tax bill 
voting yes.” At the recent Democrat- 
is Convention his Job was in the re­
verse. He was chief doorkeeper at 
Convention Hall too, but his main 
concern there was keeping out gate­
crashers.

Everybody at the capital calls Mr. 
Miller “Fishbait," and he says at 
least 50 percent of the people up 
there don’t know he has another 
name. How did he get the name, I 
asked him. "When I was a tot of 15 
down In Pascagoula, Miss., on the 
coast, I didn’t  weigh 75 pounds. Down 
there everybody fishes with shrimp 
and I, being a shrimp, was called 
Fishbait,” he said. "Up here when 
any and everybody calls me on the 
phone, I Just say ‘Flshbalt speaking,’ 
and they know right off they got me 
on the other end of the wire.”

William M. Colmer, Democratic 
Representative from his own sixth 
district, in whose office he has a 
desk, calls him "Balt.” House Min­
ority leader Sam Rayboum of Texas 
and Mrs. Colmer call him "Pish.” 
Fishbait, who now at the age ol 59 
weighs 113 pounds, came to Wash­
ington 16 yean ago. He has filled 
various House posts since then—pos­
tal clerk, messenger to the door­
keeper and assistant sergeant-at- 
arms. In this latter post he took 
care of the maccs and appeared at 
funerals of deceased members. In 
addition he had the privilege of lead­
ing the Cabinet to the floor during 
Joint sessions of Congress. He called 
hlmse*f “Mr. Available” then—and 
stlU does.

Incidentally, the macs is the sym­
bol of federal government authority. 
It’s as old as the government itself, 
having been provided for in a reso­
lution adopted by the house during 
the first Congress in 1789. Ever since 
it has served as the active symbol 
of authority of the sergeant-at-arms. 
Its Roman counterpart was used to 
behead citizens who got out of line.

Moscow—(PV—Since the end of the 
war ranks, uniforms and insignia 
J ^ e  appeared In many branches of 
Sdv^-hie. ' ‘Supreme Soviet News” 
for Instaitee, says leading and re­
sponsible workers of the financial 
houses and banks are to have "per­
sonal titles" and special forms of 
clothing and Insignia to correspond 
with rank. Also "pw^nal titles" 
and new Insignia of rank have been 
Introduced for the directing person­
nel of the Ministry of the Merchant 
Marine.

These are Just two additions to a 
long list. Since January 1, 1947 de­

He reported that right after the war tíiere was a  shortage of buildings in Gre«ivllle for new industries, but there were 
men ready to build any tha t were wanted.“ Greenville needs new Industries to promote well rounded develop­ment. Our citizens must work to­gether to get them and not leave it to George to do i t ” he declared
