Thc publtoation, entitled “Produc­
ing l^ tu r»  and Hay in North Caro­
lina,” is being distributed through- 
fertilizer dealers and county agents 
Fr» copl» may also be obtained by 
writing the Agricultural Editor, 
State College, Raleigh, and asking 
for Extension Circular No. 828.

The months of August and Sept­
ember are recommended as the b»t 
time to seed pastur» and alfalfa. 
Other points stressed are that a pas­
ture mixture adapted to the land 
should be selected; permanent pas­
tura should be supplemented with 
summer and winter grazing and ade­
quate amounts of fertilizer should 
be used. ^
