ABC On Berlin Mix-Up

One Crisis After Another In Former German Capital;
What Lies Behind Trouble; The Confusion Now Exist-
ing; Russian Efforts To Make Life Unhappy For Allies

By JAMES MARLOW

Washington, Sept. 8—(AP)—This
is an ABC on the mix-up in Berlin,
There's been one crisis after an-
other in Berlin for months.

The latest arose Monday when
Gerfman Communists, backed by
Russlan troops, burst into the City
Hall. .

Since the war Germany has been
divided into four big zones: Ameri-
can, Russian, British, French.

And Berlin, Germany's biggest
city, has been divided into four sec-
tors; Americah, Russlan ,British,
French.

Each nation is sole boss in its
own gone and its own sector. This
was agreed on when Germany fell
and relations between Russia and
the three western nations were pret-

So they let the Germans in all
four sectors in the city elect an as-
sembly of about 130 members, a
kind of legislature, which'laid down
laws and rules and appointed city
officlals to carry them out.

(This assembly, of course, remain-
ed under the thumb of the four na-
tions which occupied Berlin),

Three times recently the assembly
tried to meet but couldn't because
German Communists ralsed such a
rumpus at City Hall. That City
Hall, by the way, Is in the Russian
sector of Berlin, and Berlin is in
the Russian zone of Germany.

On Monday the assembly tried to
meet again, German Communists,
backed by Russian troops who pa-
trolled the streets outside, stormed

Well Ahead Of Last Year

[s Estimated

Washington Sept. 8—(#—A cot-
ton crop of 15219,000 bales. of 500
pounds gross weight was forecast
today by the Agriculture Depart-
ment. '

This estimate is 50,000 bales more
than the 15,169,000 bales forecast a
month ago for seventh largest of rec-
ord.

It compares also with 11,851,000
bales produced last year and 12,014,
000 for the ten-year (1937-46) aver-

age. .

The department estimated the ac-
reage for harvest at 23,323,000 acres
compared with 21,145,000 harvested
last year and 23,845,000 for the ten-
Year average.

The percentage of the acreage in
cultivation of July 1 which is expect-
ed to be abandoned was put at 14
percent. This compares with 1.1 per

cent abandonment last year and 19
for the ten-year average.

Condition of the cotton crop of |
Sept. 1 was put at 32 per cent of |
normal compared with 73 a year
ago and 71 for the ten-year average.

The field of lint cotton per acre
was indicated at 313.2 pounds com-
| pared with267.3 last year and 2542
for the ten-year average.
The production of American-Egyp-
tlan cotton was indicated at 2,600
bales compared with 2,500 forecast
18 month ago, 1,200 produced last
year and 30,000 for the ten year
average.

In an accompanying report, the
census bureau said 1,473,245 bales of
this year's cotton crop had been
ginned up to Sept. 1 compared with
682,109 bales ginned to the same
date last year.
