Washington—Sagas of extraordin­
ary heroism are reflected In a col­
lection of correspondence ooooem- 
Ing OtvU War Congresslonel Medal 
of Honor winners gathered by 
Oharles Kohen. Mr. Kohin. a ht- 
tli man with tdrd-brlght eyes, ovroa 
a cluttered two-by-four hobby sMp 
a couple of blocks from tha White 
House.

He Invited me to lode over his 
collection of correspondence upon 
learning of the Army’s publication 
of similar data concerning World 
War n  medal winners. He said he 
had bought the bulk of It from 
relatives of one James Otis, of Port­
land, Me., who originally collected 
it In 1892-93 while preparing to 
write a book.

Some of the writers go into great 
details. Others anp reluctant to tell 
their story. There was MaJ. Gen. 
Julius H. Stahel, who was awarded 
the medal "for distinguished gal­
lantry at the Battle of Piedmont, W. 
Va, June X 1184" There was Gen. 
A. L. Grant. Assistant Secretary of 
War, who said the query on how he 
won the medal “could better be an­

swered by some one else.” Sixteen 
y«ir-old drummer boy Benjamin 8. 
Le^ of Yonkers, N. Y. didn’t say 
how he’s won the medal He didn’t 
even refer to It.

Irish-bom Edmond Welsh, one of 
the storming party of 7 who volun­
teered from the 54th Ohio Infantry, 
received the medal for conspicuous 
gallantry in action at Vlcksbmg, 
May 22, 1963. Geoige W. Roosevelt 
who later became U. S. Consul at 
Brussels, also was a Civil War Con­
gressional honor winner. A third 
cousin of the late President Frank­
lin O. Roosevelt, he was decorated 
for gallantry gt the battles of Bull 
Run and Qcttyaburg.

One of the most Interesting letters 
is that of MaJ. Gen. Lew Wallace, 
commander of Union Forces In 
Maryland, who vm>te on behalf of 
one of his captains, George Evans 
Davis of Burlington, Vt. Wallace, the 
author of "Ben Hur" had to decide 
upon destroying a bridge on the pike 
from Frederick, MA. to Washington 
In 80 doing he cut off Ceptaln Das^ 
and a detachment of skirmishers.

"Nearly SO years have passed, yet 
I remnnber aa If it were yestoxlay 
the struggle I had with myself to 
have the match applied to bum the 
atnieture—but, to save Davis was 
to lose Washington,” Wallace learn­
ed later, hovrever. that Davla and 
some of his men had escaped.

Row be escaped, Wallace said he 
never knew until he read an account­
ing of it In Ohittendon’s “Recollec­
tions of President Lincoln.” "That 
he would attempt to cross the riv­
er by the railroad bridge stepping 
from tta to tie, under fire at eloee 
range, and 40 feel tai the air. nev«r 
occurred to my Mtad—It was qm 
of tha bcavcat thlngi of the war.”

At 
least It does for most people.

Sunshine has the oppodte eHeqt. 
Sunshine Is an insidious tonic that 
makes everybody feel wonderful— 
but selfish. It makes a man ray to 
himself, “boy, today I got the .wmrkl 
by the tail.” And sunshine ta a Uar. 
Nobody ever reaUy had the world 
by the tail—for long.

Rain tells the truth. It doesn’t 
fool anybody. It tells him what he 
la. Look at a plowhorse, standing 
in a pasture under the slanting sil­
ver pencil beats of the rain. You 
can tell by the slack muscles, the 
hanging head, he realizes he ls ^  
an ordinary horse after all and win 
never win the Kentucky derby or 
fly out to California In his priv­
ate airplane to race at Santa A^ta. 
So he ploda over to the other horsesr 
and Is grateful there are other

Raln does the same thing for peo­
ple. They grow together more and 
feel the Unship of their kind, and 
this Is the great gift of rain.

Rain does for mankind In a cheap

And that 
music will teach him mora than 
books or bibelots.

Rain makes an old man feel the 
age In his bones, and tells him he 
hasn’t much time left to do the 
good he wants to do. It causes 
young folks far away to pause and 
write the letter home they had for­
gotten.

Rain does many other things be­
sides cause pneumonia. It shows up 
the hypocrite. Beware the man of 
false good cheer who grumbles tes­
tily and continually when it show­
ers. He lacks the pull for the long 
road, and you’re better off without 
his company. R-in breaks the lock­
jaw of the timid soil, and causeth 
him to quack happily; “Wet enough 
for you today?”

Rain makes the hour bus driv­
er feel godlike, for as he swings onen 
bis sheltering door he realizes that 
he is giving these troublesome pas­
sengers a chance to prove they real­
ly do have sense enough to come 
In out of the rain—something he 
always doubted.
