French Police Jail 700; Plan Expel Foreigners
Parte, Oct 29-(AP)-Polic« said today they have jailed 700 French­men and foreigners in an attempt to end the 25-day-old coal strlka The Interior Ministry announced today that police and army occupa tlon of foe big northern coal fields were moving 12 to 24 hours ahead of schedule.“There was no noticeable resist ance and no incidents,’’ foe com- teunlque said.The pro-Communist newspaper Ce Solr said strikers were counter­attacking at the Bonnel mine, one of foe 12 occupied today.The ministry, estimated there had been 626 arrests up to Wednesday night, including 180 North Africans and 85 other foreigners.Another 62 forelgnem alreadyhave been thrown out of the ooun­try in fulfillment of Interior Min­ister Jules Moch’s threat to expelany foreigner found taking part in demonstrations. Munich, Oermany, Oct. ag—(AP) 
—Nine mm-e Oermaiu convicted of 
war atrocities were hanged today as 
the U.8. Army went ahead with the 
executions of Naris despite church 
protesta.

Today’s executions brought to 29 
the number of Germans sent to the 
gallows at Landsberg Prison since 
Oct. 15. They have been hanged in 
groups of nine or 10 on three suc­
cessive Fridays. A 10th man sche­
duled to die today wcxi a  last min-- 
ute stay of execution.

Four of those hanged today shot 
unarmed American fliers who had 
baUed out of damaged planes. The 
other five had tortured concentra­
tion camp inmates to death.

Church leaders have critised UJ3 
war crimes trial methods and have 
asked a halt in the executions pend­
ing re-examlnatlon of every case 
awaiting execution.
