Japan Found Guilty of 
Waging Aggressive War

Tokyo, Nov. 4—(AP)-Japan to­
day was convicted of waging ag- 
grc-ssíve wars against (Thina, Russia, 
Britain, the United SUtes and other 
We-stem powers.

METHODISTS GAVE US 
OUR START

Whether the Methodist 
Conference would like to 
take credit for it or not, that 
bedy more than fifty years 
ago was to an extent respon­
sible for the appearance of 
a daily newspaper in Green­
ville that might not have 
come into being until mueb 
later. As a result of what 
transpired here nearly 57 
years ago The Daily Reflec- 
:or might claim the Metho­
dist Conference as its god- 
ather.

Here*# the story, as it was 
passed on to us, of the cir­
cumstances under which The 
leflector, then a semi-week- 
y, became a daily newspa­
per.

la the late falUf 1891 the 
STorth Carolina Methodist 
Conference held its annual 
meeting in Greenville. The 
late David J. Whichard, then 
publisher of the Reflector, 
realising that the delegatm 
and the townspeople would 
like the news of the confer­
ence each day as it transpir­
ed, decided to issue a daily 
bulletin during the session. 
Therefore each day during 
the conference the miniature 
issue of the Reflector carry­
ing other local as well as con­
ference news was distributed 
to the delegates and through­
out the town.

As planned, the project

was carried out |pst for the 
week of the conference but 
so great had been the recep­
tion of the daily issue on the 
part of the townspeople that 
following the conference 
there were many requests 
that the daily newspaper be 
resumed. As a result of these 
continued requesta over a 
three-year period thi Reflec­
tor became a daily newspa­
per on Dec. 10, 1894, for a 
month*8 trial period during 
which time it was to be dq- 
cided whether,or not the pro­
ject wcAdd b̂e continued. 
From that day on The Re­
flector, despite many hard­
ships in those early days has 
continued as Pitt County’s 
daily newspaper.

We hope that we have 
filled and will continue to 
fill our niche in the affairs 
of this community in such a 
manner that our good Metho­
dist brethren will have no 
hesitancy in acknowledging 
their ‘̂ godchild.**
