As Director of
the Division of the Blind for the
Bibrary of Congress, he heads a
vast “talking book” program now
benefiting many of the 230,000
sightless adults in the United
States.

But Mr. Schwegmann s plugging
for the day when talking books will
be available to the sighted—as well
as the blind—throug: regular pub-
lic libraries and ‘book stores. At
latest count, 37,302 blind readers

* The talking book is not a new-
fangled postwar gadget. Baslcally
it is an electric phonegraph. The
first ones were distributed in 1934
under the old WPA, but the pro-
gram didn't really got rolling until
after V-J Day. Improved models
now are being produced by & pri-
vate concern here. They are de-
signed expressly for operation by
the sightless. The machines play
special 12-inch discs, 15 minutes on
each side.

Recordings of current books—and
oldies much in demand—take most
of the year-to-year cash of the pre-
ject. Nearly 1,450 titles are now
avallable. But one book ‘is far
above all others in popularity. It is
the Bible. . Rezorded, it takes up
169 discs and 86-hours. Twelve to
18 discs comprise the average book.
Records are loaned for two weeks.
The special phonographs are placed
with “readers” on a free, life-time
loan. Some 5000 new machines
have been distributed in the past
12 months. Another 7,500 will be in
use by year's end,
