A ‘Bold New Program’

President Truman's Program He Mentioned In His In- l
augural Address Is Not Clear To Others; Will Require
Explanation; What He Said; The Puzzling Parts

Washington, Jan. 21—(AP)—Pres-
fdent Truman will leave the whole
world puszled until he explains pre-

cly what he means by his “bold
new program.”

It certainly is not elear now. He
meontioned this “new program” in
his inaugural talk yesterday. He
said it's one of several ways to stop
the spread of Communism: by help-
ing “backward” countrjes.

How would it work? Mr. Truman
was mighty vague or that.

And uniess he comes through
quickly with an explanation, the
Russians probably will interpret
what he sald in their own way to
spread more anti-American propa-
ganda.

The most pumiling parts of what
he sald were the two words “invest-
or” and “guarantees.”

Wallace said in & statemeént that
the Presidential address asked for
preparation for war against “the
650,000,000 inhabitants of Russia and
eastern Europe, the 500,000,000 Chi-
nese people who are about to estab-
lish a coalition government with
Communist participation and the
millions in western Europe and Asia
who are adherents of some form of
Marxist Socialism.”
