JUDGES—Most observers predict 

that the Judges’ pay bills, increasing 
salaries of supreme and superior 
court Judges approximately sixty 
per cent, will be enacted into law, 
but not without some discussion. The 
proposal would pay supreme court 
Justices $15,000 a year, same salary 
as that voted last session for the gov­
ernor of the state. There are soitae 
members of the assembly who do not 
think any other official ought to get 
as much as the governs. The sup­
erior court Judges would get $10,000 
salary and $2,500 for expenses. That 
is about 60 per cent salary increase 
over present scales, and while thtes 
is little disagreement with the clalip 
Judges are worth li, there is sub­
stantial support for the podtlon 
Judges ougM to ba content with the 
samb ratio of increase as other oi- 
ficids and employees—about 20 per 
cent In fac^ state elective officials 
other than the governor had their
