Strong winds piled fresh drifts of 

snow over the western states today 
bringing new hardships to the 
snowbound, storm-weary area.

Relief operations, by land and in 
the air, were halted or sharply cur­
tailed in many parts of the western 
blizzard disaster area.

Some 25 Union Pacific trains 
were snowbound in Wyoming 
stranding more than 4,000 travel­
ers, A state of emergency was de­
clared In Idaho. At Rawlins, Wyo. 
where houses were buried by the 
wind-whipped snow, the mayor ap­
pealed for state aid to meet ”a s u u  
of first degree emergency,”

Gusts of 40 miles an hour whipp- 
ped across the norlhern Rociues 
into the western range lands of 
Nebraska and the Dakotas today 
The gale-like winds and new snow 
moved into the storm-stricken 
plains after sweeping over the 
Rocky Mountain region, northern 
California and the 'Pacific North­
west

Temperatures tumbled in the 
Plains states as a cold wave ^read 
over the north central states. Gen­
erally fab* weather prevails over the 
eastern half of the country.

The Air Porce haylift to eastern 
Nevada livestock was halted by the 
new storm and at Ely, Nev, George 
Swallow, secretary of the United 
Stockmen's Association, said ’The 
situation Is desperate. Right now 
we're in the worst condition we’ve 
been in since the emergency set in.”

The Hungarian People’s Court today 
convicted Josef Cardinal Mindsaen- 
ty of treason and sentenced him to 
life imprisonment.

The S6-y^-old primate of this 
predominantly Catholic country also 
was foimd"̂  guilty of trying to over­
throw the Communist governnwnt ' 
and speculating in Foreign curren­
cy. The court rejected prosecutor 
Gyula Elapi’s demand for a death 
sentence, but ordered the confisca­
tion of the Cardinal's possessions.

All six of the Cardinal’s co-de­
fendants were convicted, three of 
them on the treason charge. Thtír 
sentences ranged from three yean 
to life.

The court ordered that all the co­
defendants be deprived of their Jobs, 
fortunes or political rights.

The sentences were handed down 
after a swift three-day trial by a 
five-man court composed of the 
professional Jurist, Vllmos Olthyi, 
and four associates drawn from n 
workers’ panel.

The defendants may appeal to a 
higher court which can overrule the 
lower court or reduce the sentences 
within 10 days.

A spokesman said 
recently that if the airways are open­
ed to advertising the wealthy Com­
munist Party of France will be one 
of the first customers. The matter 
of “discrimination,” he said has been 
delaying a decision.

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Boom In Home Building Believed 
Over; Temporarily, A t Least

By CLARA BEACH
Washington—The boom in home 

bui’ciing Í3 over, at least tsmporarlly.
Ih e  end of tho housing boom aft­

er the first World War came in 1925 
—4 years before the whole economy 
began to disintegrate. But leading 
economists here see no such dire 
portent in this drop in housing pro­
duction.

The main reason, as they interpret 
It, that the builders have been put­
ting up houses for the carriage t i ^ e .  
And now the boom is off the market. 
Mo t of the people who were badly 
In need of houses after the war and 
cou-cl aiiord to pay high prices for 
them are taken care of. The peak 
of that demand passed in late 1948 
and early 1947.

The people who still want to in­
vest in the new, relatively high pric­
ed homes, moreover, a ren t finding 
it so easy to finance thenj as they 
did a year or two ago. Interest rates 
have gone up a bit. Some sellers are 
requiring larger down payments. And 
veterans, who used to do a large 
part of the Maying, are finding it 
harder to get loans. Lenders do not 
consider the government's financing 
arrangements for veterans as attrac­
tive as they once did.

“In general,” said one prominent 
econo.mlst in the housing field, 
“people are losing faith in the hous­
ing market at the present prices.”

The Housing Act of 1948 doesn’t 
fet seem to have had much effect 
on the home construction iniustry 
That act contained most of the fin- 
inring features of the finance the 
building and buying of homes cost­
ing about $11,000 or le.ss.

The sponsor of the act. Rep. Wol­
cott (R-Mich) predicted that as a 
result of it 1,000,(KW new- non-farm 
dwelling units would be started in 
1948. ^

As now estimated by the Labor 
Department, however, the housing 
starts totaled only 925,000. The 
monthly total of new houses start­
ed to drop in June, and it went down 
steadily from then on. The drop 
wasn't sea.sonal. The winter build­
ing lull ordinarily doesn't come im- 
til October.

The experts in the Commerce and

Labor Departments predict that only 
875,000 housing starts will be made 
in 1949. Even if the Taft-EUender- 
Wagner bill is passed, which political 
cbstrvire think is certain, it will 
mean no more than an extra 30,000 
to 35,000 additional housing starts 
during the year.

It will thus be probably well over 
a year before the all-time record for 
home building Is equalled—937,000 
dwelling units in 1925. (These were 
built when the U. S. popu’ation was 
on v 115,831,963. Now it is about 147,- 
280,000).

In announcing the appointment, Eric Johnston chairman of the board of the Society, termed Kettering "an Ideal choice” to spearhead the na­tionwide drive.
“Because of Mr. Ketterli^’s un­parallelled contribution to research both In the Industrial and medical fields,” Johnston said, “he Is well fitted to direct the fund-raising ac­tivities of the 60 divisions of the American Cancer Society.”
“His leadership should prove a great inspiration to every one of the thou-sands of volunteers who are fighting cancer,” Johnston added.Kettering accepted the appoint­ment as a new challenge,” and said he would approach the Job with optimism.He is no newcomer to cancer con­trol. Since 1925 when he established the C. P. Kettering Foundation for Biological Research, he has been closely allied with various phases of medicial research. In 1943 he became co-sponsor of the Sloan-Ketterlng Institute for Cancer Research, the vast Investigative branch of Memo­rial Hospital in New York City, the largest Institution of Its kind In the world.As an Inventor and an Industrialist who fathered many of America’s au­tomotive and electrical advances, he believes research Is the key to most of our problems.“We are not at the end of our progress” he said. ‘There Is no di­rection to go but forward.
