Danish Ambassador
Ready To Ask Ache-
son For Details Of
Atlantic Alliance

Washington, Feb. 9 — (AP) —
Denmark intends to follow Norway
in looking into the terms for join-
ing the Atlantic defense alliance,
diplomatic officials reported today.

The Danish ambassador, Henrik
De Kauffman, was reported primed
to go to the State Department to
submit his country's questions as
soon as Secretary Acheson gives
him an appointment.

De Kauffman's visit would mark
the first time the Danish govern-
ment has shown any official inter-
est in the possibility of linking its
defenses with the American-spon-
sored security pact.

In the past, the Danish govern-
ment has supported Sweden's idea
that the three Scandinavian coun-
tries (Sweden, Norway Denmark)
should form an alliance of their
own based on neutrality. This ar-
rangement would have been sep-
arate fro mth edefense alliance be-
ing negotiated by the United States,
Canada, Britain, France, Belgium
the Netherlands and Luxembourg.

Washington, Feb. §—(#)—Secre-
tary of State Acheson declare. to-
day that the American people are
“sickened and horrified” by the
Mindszenty case in Hungary,

Acheson disclosed that the west-
ern powers may place charges
against Hungary before the United
Nations on the ground that Hun-
gary has consistently violated its
peace treaty requirements for hue
man rights.

At at news conference the Bec-
retary of State linked the trial and
conviction of the Roman Catholie
prelate, Joses Cardinal Mindszenty
with the earlier “persecution” of
Lutheran Bishop Lajos Ordass and
declared:

“The Soviet-controlled H
suthorities seek to discredit and
coerce religious leadership in Hun-
gary in order to remove this source
of moral resistence to Communism.”

Acheson called the arrest, trial
and life sentence of the Cardinal a
“conscienceless attack upon relig-
ious and personal freedom.”

He asserted that Communist Hune
gary had employed all the “usual
methods practiced by a police state”
and declared this to be not justice
bug “wanton pésecution” which had
¢ forth “universal condemna=
tion."”
