Western States;

Travel In Wyoming
And Idaho Slows;

Nebraska Fearful Of
Melting Snow

Fresh ground blizzards put s vir-
tual halt to road travel over storm-
battered southern Wyoming and
southern Idaho today as flood dan-
gers mounted highér in the blis-
gard-stricken areas of Nebraska,

Winds diminshed and tempera-
tures moderated over the northern
Plains states, giving new hope to
relief workers tha tdigging opera-
tions will not be further hampere-
ed.

In Washington, fresh falls of snow
blocked Snoqualmie and Blewett
Passes in the Cascade Mountains
and cross-state motor travel was
halted. Snoqualmie Pass, the state's
major east-west highway, had been
open only two days when a new
blizzard blocked it yesterday. Trains
moved with difficulty across the
Cascades,

A blizzard which swept over
Boise, Ida., was the heaviest local
storm In 17 years, the Weather
Bureau said. Six inches of snow
fell in seven hours last night. Snow
was forecast for northwestern Utah
No heavy snow was reported in the
Wyoming storm belt but ground
blizzards — strong winds swirling
the huge piles of snow over newly-
cleared roads and rall lines—con-
tinued. Dust storms and dust drifts
were reported at Scottsbluff, Neb.
across the Wyoming line. Visibility
at times was reduced td a few
yards,

There were only a few scattered
reports of sub-zero temperatures in
the storm belt today—in the high
ponits in Utah and Nevada. These
included, Roosevelt, Utah, -13 and
Ely, Nev., -6. The only other below-
zero area was {n northern Maine,

Nebraska, which has been fight-
ing snow storms for more than six
weeks, had flood worries. New falls
of snow in the southeasiern sec-
tion of the state increased flood
dangers. But the most serious dan-
ger, the UK. Geological Survey at
Lincoln said, lay in the Elkhorn
River bgnn which stretches  into
A thea”! Nebrasks and thwough
some of the worst of the blizzard-
stricken areas.

Scrutiny For Alliance

Close Examination Of North Atlantic Alliance By Sen-
ate Fails To Bring Any Indication Of Rejection;
Object Of Pact; Limitations; Our Commitments

The U. 8. Senate, as was generally
anticipated, is putting the proposed
North Atlantic security alliance

'under the microscope.

The critical examination thus far
has produced statements indicating
that the Senate isn't likely to ap-
prove any treaty binding America
automatically to go to war under
all circumstances.

This projected alllance is a de-
velopment of the cold war. It has
as its object the creation of a barrier
which would provide insurance
against attack.

The pact has been under discussion

‘l:y the United States, Canada, Brit-

pin, France, Belgium, the Nether-
lands ‘and Luxembourg. The three
Scandlanvidn countries — Norway,
Sweden and Denmark — also have
been invited to consider participa=-
tion in what they regard as a high-
lv delicate proposition.

During yosterday's debate Sena-
tor Vandenberg, former chairman
of the Foreign Relations committee,
was asked if he favored a moral
commitment on the part of the Unit-
ed States ta fight. He replied:

Senator , chairman of the
Foreign Relations committee, follow-
ed this with the declaration that he
wouldn't favor in the pact any lan-
guage which could be regarded as a
“moral commitment.”

In other words, these two top-
ranking foreign policy leaders in the
Senate do not approve of signing
any alllance which would commit
the country prior to the emergency.
However, Vandenberg told the Sen-
ate that the proposed alljance offers
“infinite assurance” against a third
World War,

The statements by the two Sena-
tors reflect a policy pursued by the
American government since its in-
ception. This has been to avold for-
elgn pacts which would commit the
country to war in advance of the
event. In this connectiont we find
President Washington saying in his
farewell address to the American
public on his approaching retire-
ment.

“The great rule of conduct for us
in regard to foreign nations is in
extending our commercial relations
to have with them as little political

At the time of Royall's visit there
dispaiches from Tokyo said Mac-
Arthur had submitted a seoret re-
port on the American military situ-
ation in Japan in view of com-
munist victories in China, These
dispatches sald MacArthur was be-

lieved to have asked
troops and airplanes,

Royall was asked about the re-
ports. He replied that MacArthur
previously had expressed hope he
could have more troops and brought
up the request agaln.

“He was told it would be imprac-
tical to put more troops over therc,”
Royall sald.

Royall then was asked whether
MacArthur had mentioned return-
ing to the United States.

“There was no discussion at all
about his return,” Royall said. “He
didn't say anything and I didn't.”

Royall added that “we don't con-
template any change” either in
troop strength or command in Ja-
pan.

Agencies Whose Funds Fell' Short .

Washington, Feb. 15—(AP)—The
first money battle of the 81st Con-
gress came before the House today
after preliminary skirmishes in com-
mittees.

It centers around a $466,882177
appropriation bill to finance mis-
cellaneous agencies whose previously
allotted funds for the present fiscal
year which ends June 30 fell short
of actual needs.

While there is little controversy
over the actual money items in the
catch-all measure, there is plenty of
wrangling ‘n sight over some of fts|
provisions,

Republicans primarily are irked at
the numerous so-called “legislative
provisions, several of which seek to
undo acts of the GOP-controlled
80th Congress or to accomplish
things that Congress rejected.

The appropriations committee
technically has no authority to
write legislation other than that
actually appropriating money.
Therefore, it went to the rules com-
mittee yesterday and obtained ap-

proval of procedure making the leg-
‘slation in order, despite GOP ob-
jections,

Major “legislative provisions™ in
the bill are these:

1. A clause repealing a 1948 Himi-
tation on how much money the
Bureau of Reciamation may use to
hire {ts own workers on construc-
tion projecis rather than handle the
work through normal contracting
channels, j

2. A clause repealing a 1943 ban
against paying ihe salaries of Mi-
chael Straus and Richard Boke, rec-
lamation buresu executives. ‘The
80th Congress said no money should
be paid to specified executives who
dont have an enginering back-
ground. Straus, as head of the bu-
reau, and Boke, regional director at
Sacramento, were the only two men
affected. President Truman asked
that the ban be lifted.

Purpose of the work was to “de-
termine from numerous court deci-
sions just what discretionary powers
are delegated to schoo! boards by

guard them agninst an abuse of
power committed to boards.”

Dr. Messick’'s new volume “pre-
sents a broad sampling of findings
as revealed in cases tried .or re-
viewed by the courts in the U. 8.
from the beginning of recorded pro-
cedures to the present time,” the
publishers said.

The conclusion drawn by Dr. Mes-
sick is that “where there is no
statute to .he contrary. a board has
wide possibilities in the exercise of
its discretion.”

By LYNN NISBET
FARMERS—It takes only a few
hours around a state convention of
the North Carolina Farm Bureau to
prove fallacy of the much used ex-
pression “Farmars and Business
men”.

Just as manufacturers
and bankers have; but primarily the
attendants at the 13th annual farm
bureau convention at Asheville are
concerned with matters which have
equal application to the entire cit-
izenship.

This convention centrasts strik-
inkly with last year’s meeting in
several respects. Weather is one.
Politics is another. Last year there
was ice and snow (though not as
much in Asheville as down East) and
temperature hovered around freezing
point. This time the skies are clear:
Instead of ice and snow there are
flowers on the streets, and tempera-
ture Sunday and Monday played
around the seventies. This embar-
rassed some of the ladies who could
not show off their winter coats. Last
year's convention met just as the
primary campaign was opening and
political issues were largely person-
al. This meeting comes during a ses-
sion of the general assembly and
policy rather than personalities holds
chief interest.

Washington Myrtle Cheney
Murdock has been poking around
Washington’s nooks and crannies,
burrowing in Ats historical back-
ground, ever since she came here as
a Congressman’s wife back in 1936.

The insatiable curiosity of the
wife of John R. Murdock, the Dem-~
ocratic representative from Arizona,
led her to uncover many little
known but highly interesting facts
about “Uncle Sam’s headquarters.”
Her brain fairly popped with know-
ledge, and she yearned to share her
findings with other Americans. Ulti-
mately she wrote a book on the sub-

Ject.

“I walted 12 years for somebody
else to do it,” she told me the other
day. “Nobody did, so I had to."

A doctor of education who began
teaching in a rural Missouri schoo]
at 15, Mrs. Murdock also works for
her husband on Capitol Hill. 8he
dedicates her zestful little volume,
‘Your Uncle Sam in Washington,”
to the congressman.

‘His service in Congress has made
this volume possible,” she says.

Now Mrs. Murdock is busy preé-
paring a second volume, on the
city’s memorials.

The lawmaker's wife, who has
ralsed a family and earned her doc-
tor's degree in education at George
Washington University here, want-
ed most to tell me about Constan-
tino Brumidi. He's the artist who
spent 25 years decorating the walls
and dome bf the Capitol with fres-
coes. When she finishes her second
book she plans to do one on him,

The huge canopy under the dome
180 feet from the floor, is & Brumidi
fresco. A frieze that he began
later, 100 feet from the floor, was
never finished. Brumicdi died in 1880
after a fall from a scaffolding. He
was T5.

Lee, a native of Ander-
son County who as a Duke execu-
tive helped ploneer electrification
work in the Carolinas.

Blated for completion in 1950, the
plant will have the approximate
height of a 17-story building.

The Lee plant will have a maxi-
mum generating capacity of 200,0(°
kilowatts and its annual production
is expected to exceed one billion
kilowatt-hours. The power will be
available during droughts and
flood periods alike.
