wording.

The secretary may lay before
Representatives of western Eu-
ropean countries and Canads next
week & proposed agreement expect-
ed to offer a promise that the Unit-
ed States will take measures to help
maintain the security of the North
Atlantic area.

But there also will be a reminder
that the United States cannot go to
war until Congress says so..

Acheson’s associates reported that
he felt some progress had been made
In his talk with the Senators. They
said he was “highly pleased” and
saw in the session fresh indications
that there is no_ difference of op-
Inion over the pact's objectives.

The meeting gave I1 of the 13
committee members their first look
at the wording of the proposed
agreement. They were told that it
was “top secret” and were caution-
ed against talking about it.

Without disclosing what went on,
Lodge told reporters he thought
Acheson must have been “encour-
aged” by the reception given the

proposal.

Berlin, PFeb. 19—/ —Russia set
up & no-man’s land through the
center of Berlin today after sev-
eral border shooting incidents, in-
cluding at least two fatalities.

“Danger zones” were established
around various control points and
all pedestrians and loiterers banned.

These control points — already
strengthened by roadblocks of iron
stanchions and paving stones—are
the places where the Communists
stop and Inspect traffic crossing
from their sector to western-occup-
fed Berlin.

That isn't a surprising viewpoint
Qo e vale an non=-communist coun-
tries long have figured the trend as
in that direction, The idea finds
support from the manner in which
Moscow absorbed the three Baltic
states—Lithuania, Latvia and Es-
tonla—in 1940, (they were a part o*
Russia before World War I) and
spiit Poland with Hitler In 1939
when the fuehrer launched the
world war.

The eastern European dependen-
cles of course already are controlled
by Russia, their local governments
being merely the executive bodles
which carry out instructions from
Moscow. Therefore absorption intc
the Soviet Unjon would seem to be
a logical move, since this would
render the numerous small states
much less unwieldy to handle and
so more profitable to the “mother
ecountry.”

N. C. Lawmakers

Governor Says “They
Know What’s Got To
Be Done”; Willing
To Lend Hand

Raleigh, Feb. 19—(AP)-—It Is up
to the General Assembly to work
out taxes for the programs it wants
says Governor Scott.

“I feel like they were sent down
here to do some thinking for them-
selves,” Scott said yesterday at a
news conference., “They know
what's got to be done.”

The governor added that if the
legislators are afraid, he can do the
job for them.

The individual legislator hates to
be in the position of recommending
& tax, Scott asserted, almost as
much as he hates to oppose & pro-
gram or expenditure the people
want,

“That’s why some of them want
me to come back and recommend
taxes,” he said. “I could do that
I couldn't get any more cussing for
that than some other things I've
recommended.”

The governor was referring to the
joint finance committee's action In
suspending joint sessions “to give
Governor Scott time to prepare any
bills he may want for raising addi-
tional revenue.”

Scott emphasized his special mes-
sage of last week on schools and
the taxes outlined for school fin-
ancing were suggestions, not re-
commendations,

The Legislature realized, he said
that if the school program recom-
mended by the State Education
Commission is to be adopted, more
revenue will be necessary,

“I merely showed them some of
the ways they could raise tI\
money if they wanted to carry 1t
(the program) out,” he declared.

The governor imrlied he wasnt
wholly in favor of the tax measures
and the proposed $50,000,000 school
bond issue presented in his mes-
sage. He said he thought the Gen-
eral Assembly could do the school
job without bonds if it tried.

Babson Park, Fla. Feb 18—When
reading the newspapers or magaz-
ines the past month containing the
Reviews of 1948, I have found no
reference to churches. All other sub-
jects—such as rallroads, manufac-
turing, merchandizing, shipping, etc.!
have been fully reported, but I find
no reference to church news.

Why Is Church News Neglected?

Certainly the churches of each
community are not neglected by
their local newspapers. These news-
papers give more free space to the
church news than to any other
group, Most newspaper owners are
church-goers themselves, ‘and they
realize the importance to their com-
munities of the churches. Further-
more, most of the intelligent reading
public attend some chutch and are
interested in the news thereof.

Why then do I find all other “in-

dustries” reviewed in detail by the
large city newspapers without any
reference to the church industry?
Perhaps it is due to the ignorance
or neglect of those who write up
reviews of these other industries. If
so, these men should be awakened
to what is going on in the religious
world, Religious work is not only
moving, but it is moving in the right
direction. This was not always true,
but it 1s true today.

Importance Of Church Industry

There are about 200,000 church
buildings in the United States. These
churches have an aggregate member-
ship of about 60,000,000. These

They had a pond called Ethan—
or Ethan's—Pond because it was dis-
covered by Ethan Allen Crawford
in 1829,

But in 1912 map-makers from
Washington decided you couldn't call

a pond by a man's first name. They
said it wouldn't make sense, and
changed the name to Willey Pond
because it was near the summit of
old Mount Willey.

The old-timers didnt like the
name Willey Pond, and they've been
writing to Washington ever since.
They've written to all Presidents
sifice Wilson. And they've been writ-
ing to Congressmen for 37 years.

The natives still call it Ethan Pond
and point out that to confuse things
further there's a Wiley creek across
the mountain.

The geological survey now has ask-
ed the board on geographic names
to reverse that 1912 decision. The
matter comes up next month.

Industrial plants which made eon-
spicuous advances in on-the-job
safety during 1548 are eligible for
the “Certificate of Safety Achieve-
ment” which is presented annually
to qualifying establishments by the
North Carolina Department of La-
baor,

Announcement of the opening of
applications for the safety award
covering the year 1048 was made
here today by E. D. Whitley Jr,
safety Inspector representing the De-
partment of Labor in the Greenville
district.

“The Department of Labor is now
recelving safety award applications
from a number of industrial eon-
cergs on the basis of their plant
safty records for last year,” Whit-
ley said. *Plant officials who be-

qualified for the Certificate of Safe-
ty Achievement by making the
specified accident rate reductions
may obtain the necessary applica-
tion blanks from the district office
of the Department of Labor at
Greenville, or by writing direct to
the department at Raleigh.”

Mr. Whitley explained that indus-|

trial plants may qualify for the
safety award in any one of three
ways: (1) By having had a perfect
record of no lost-time accidents dur-
ing 1948; (2) by having reduced
their accident f{requency rates 40
per cent or more below their rates

1for the previous year; and (3) by

having maintained during 1948 an
accident rate at least 75 per cent

below the state average for their|

industry.

Markef On Skids

Buenos Aires, Feb. 10—(#)—The
Argentine Stock Market looked to
the Peron government today for
some action to halt a sharp plunge
in market prices.

The exchange was closed today,
but some traders feared new de-
clines when it reopens Monday. Even
the gilt-edged stocks have been hard
hit in the past month, reflecting a
growing uneasiness over the nat-
ion’s economic position.

The nation is faced with a ser-
fous shortage of dollars and other
foreign exchange. In the three years
since the war it spent more than
a8 billion dollars of the accumu-
lated credits of $1,722,000,000 it
once had on the books abroad.

President Juan D, Peron has tak-
en some drastic steps in the last
month as this picture of a weak-
ened world trading position became
clear. He fired his economic Czar
Miguel Miranda, and reorganized
the national economic council. Tight
restrictions were clamped on im-
ports to conserve the dwindling dol-
lar reserves for essentials. Much of
Peron's prized five year industrial-
{zation plan was abandoned.

the church property is estimated at
$5,000,000,000 and this is constantly
increasing. Therefore, I claim this
represents an industry that is entit-
led to at least an annual review
equal to that given other billion
dollar industries.

I am not claiming greater recog-
nition in view of only the property
and money involved. The Church
has made its greatest progress when
it was poorest; the church will lose
its greatest power when trying to
imitate “big business” Rather. I
have in mind what all legitimate in-
dustries owe to the churches. In
fact, without the churches, great
industries could not exist. The im-
portance of honesty, industry, thrift,
and good habits, which all churches
preach, is fundamental to banking
and all forms of credit which pro-
vide the incentive, causing men to
work for the general good. The
Chureh is the father of faith with-
out which we could not exist. To
preachers, school teachers, and in-
ventors, we owe almost everything.

What About 19497

During the recent World War
religious interest declined. Our youth
could not “make sense” out of be
taught by the Army to fight an
kill; and, at the same time, being
taught by the Church to be kind,
honest and constructive. As the gov-
ernment had the power and the
money to spend on jts propaganda,
the Church temporarily was obliged
to take a back seat.

different from “deflation.” He said
“disinflation” takes the pressure off
prices while “deflation” could mean
a collapse of the whole price set-
up.

Just the day before, Mr. Truman
got into economics act himself by
telling a news conference the present
slump in some prices is only the
leveling-off process everyone's heen
wishing for. '

The business situation, he said, is
nothing to be alarmed about.

Yesterday Ralph Robey, chief ec-
onomist for the national association
of manufacturers, also looked over
the situation. He said:

“I strongly distrust long-term bus-
iness prognostications. The record
clearly shows we're in a period of
inflationary prosperity.”

I'm sory I can't explain here what
“Inflationary prosperity” means. I'm
still working on it.

But Robey, apparently a very forth
right man, seems to think that may-
be economists don't always have a
1,000 per cent batting average as
prophets, for he said:

Although he's an economist him-
self, economists can't be “anything
like certain in economic predictions.”

Then Emerson 8chmidt, chief ec-
onomist for the U. 8. Chamber of
Commerce, stood up at the plate
and lined one safely to center:

“I think prices generally will come
down but this doesn't mean some
prices won't go up.”

Next up was Philip Reed, chair-
man of the board of directors of the
General Electric Corporation:

“The present situation is noth-
ing but a health correction . . . we
are in a delicate transition period.”

All of them, more or less, warn-
ed against any general notion about
heading toward a depression. That
might make things bad, they gaid.
