Washington — The Republic of

Guatemala is developing a national
hospital plan that is believed to be

the most advanced and comprehen=

sive program of lts kind in the
world.

The plan received impetus as &

result of cooperative agreements
made through the

Institute of
American Affairs and the govern-
ment of Guatemala. These provided
for construction of the Roosevelt
Hospital in the capital city of Gua-
temala. Boasting 1,000 beds, this hos-
pital will be completed in 1850. It
provides the nucleus around which

ithe entire new system will revolve.

The plan was enthusiastically de-
scribed to me by one of its creators,
handsome 32-year-old Oscar Bara-
hona, president of the Guatemalan
Institute of Social Security.

‘Since the very beginning we con-
sidered it & ‘must’ to create an inte-
grated system of hospitals if our
whole social security program was
going to work,” Senor Barahona told
me.

“We put into operation a work-
men's compensation program and
created some temporary hospital
facilities, but at the same time we
began a long-range, caiefully-plan-
ned study on how to carry out the

project.

After studying the entire country
“inch by inch,” it was decided, Senor
Barahons sald, to set up a system
of five regional, 32 departmental
and 39 rural hospitals. The plan
{s to integrate these with publie
health facilities such as sanitation.

Now the survey is completed. One

and one departmental unit

will be built this year, but Senor

sald the entire construc-

tion will take about 20 years

and cost between 20 and 25 million
dollars.

“The country has a sound back-
ground—no public debt, no fiscal
deficlt. We can 1aise money for the
plan through taxes, but we will re-
quire some credit, probably seek it
from the United States,” he sald.

Senor Barahona, a lawyer and

economist who got his degree from|

the Dniversity of Costa Rica, drafted
the Guatemalan social security act.

On line 4 he writes his $1,800 in
exemptions, Substracting that from
his $8,820 income, he enters the
result, $7,020, on line 5.

Because this is a joint return
Jones skips to line 8 and—dividing
in half the $7,020 on line 5—writes
the result: $3,510.

(This is the part of the new law
called “sclitting” income to give
married couples a lower tax.)

Now he has to find the “tenta-
tive” tax on $3,510. He does that
by using the instruction sheet. He
writes that tentative tax, which
comes to $732.20, on line 10.

The next step is to cut that “ten-
tative tax” to the actual tax. He
follows the rules in liné 11 (b) and
writes the result, $107.86 there.
