Moscow, March §—(AP)—Andrel
¥. Vishinsky replaced Vyacheslav
M. Molotov as foreign minister to-
day in a momentous shift of helms-
men in international relations.

Russia’s second most important
official in dealings with the outside
world, Foreign Trade Minister A. L
Mikoyan, also was by his
deputy, M. A. Menshikov, after 23
years at the job. Until today Vi-
shinsky also had been Molotov's
deputy.

These drastlc changes—the most
fmportant in the Soviet Union since
Molotov took over the foreign min-
istry & decade ago from Maxim Lit-
vinoff—were announced by the Pre-
sidium of the Supreme Scviet in &
brief statement which left unan-
swered a host of questions.

Appearing on the back pages of
morning newspapers under the
headline, “Announcements,” it said.

“The Presidium of the Bupreme
Boviet of the USSR. has freed
deputy chairman of the Council of
Ministers, Comrade V. M. Molotov
from duties as minister of foreign
affairs and designated as minister
of foreign affairs Comrade A. Y.
Vishinsky. }

“The Presidium of the Supreme
Boviet of the USSR. freed deputy
¢hatrman of the Council of Minis-
ters of the USSR, Comrade A. 1
Mikoyan, from duties as minister of
foreign trade and designated as min-
ister of foreign trade, Comrade M.
A. Menshikov.”
