n the machinery now, the eivil
rights program wouldn't have =a
chance later.

Instead of forcing the issue—by
keeping the senate in continuous day
and night sessions, thus forcing the
southerners to wear themselves out
talking—Senator Lucas, leader of the
Truman Democrats, let all hands
go home every evening and rest up
for the next day's talk. This was
pretty soft on the southerners.
These tactics of Lucas’ later
brought taunts from the Repub-
lican leader, Senator Wherry of
Nebraska, that Lucas never really
wanted to end the filibuster.
But—when Vice President Bark-
ley proposed a way to end the fili-
buster, most of Wherry’s Repub-
licans joined the southern Demo-
crats in voting it down. The Repub-

er stopped all right, but in a differ-
ent, more legal way.

Then Lucas taunted the Repub-
licans with insincerity. The south-
erners, since nothing had been done
to stop them, just kept on talking
Meanwhile, all other senate work
piled up.

Last night the senate finally ap-
proved a proposal by Wherry for
stopping most, but not all, filibust-
ers, Wherry said it would permit
action of civil rights. It works like
this:

Two-thirds (64) of the 96 Sen-
ators, whether the 96 are present
or not, must vote to end a filibust-
er before it can be stopped.

This makes stopping a filibuster
even harder to do—and therefore
easier for the southerners in the
future—than the old rule. But it
covers more territory; it can be used
to stop debate on a motion. The old
rule couldn't.

Under the old rule only two-thirds
of those present at voting time
could stop a filibuster if a bill were
pending. For example two-thirds of
50 could do it. But now, if only 64
se ators are present, all 64 must
vote yes.

Thus far Tito has given every in-
dication that he has no intention
of ylelding en the point of sover-
eignty, although he remains a Com-
munist and in other matters has
indicated his desire to play ball with
Moscow. However, under the Bolshe-
vist code there can be no division
of supreme authority. Tito has to
give all or nothing.

Tito is reported to have conferred
with British and Americans to see
where he stands with the Western
powers in event of more serious
trouble with the Cominform. There
has been no confirmation- of this
report, and the Western democra-
cles appear to be maintaining an
attitude of watchful walting.

What would the Western powers
do in event of an upheaval in Yu-
goslavia? Well, of course that would
depend on circumstances but 1 think
we are safe in saying they would
do everything in their power to iso-
late the trouble so that it wouldn't
spread. They certainly would do
their utmost to keep from becoming
involved themselves.

Probably the same thing would be
true of Russia. The point is that
neither the Western powers nor the
Russian bloc want to see another
world war started. And a general
upheaval could grow out of a Yugo-
slav explosion unless extreme cau-
tion were pursued by the great pow-
ers.
