The 
dogs are made available to the 
public f«r the price of the fine 
for Impounding, I3A0, jdua fifty 
eenta a day board for tte  length 
of ttee tha dog has been in tha 
pound. Owners have to pay the 
same feea for redeeming their 
doge.

It aaemi that tte preaent plan 
9  a atap in tte right direction. 
In tte  past poUcemen have been 
raquestad by individuals to riioot 
strays, than eriticiaed im  doing H. 
Thera 9  no doubt that the prob­
lem has been a headache to dty 
offletes for years.

In many cities this big hesdacte 
9  handled by a group of people 
who have such a great interest in 
animak that the task of control of 
strays 9  a joy to than.

^Dying House’ Depart In A Coffin

81ng»por«—(̂ *)—The door nerir
•hute on a **dylng house" In Slnfi- 
pore’s Sago Lane.

Once inside a ‘̂ ouse of Ghreat 
Buffering," as the Chinese call the 
nightmare institution, eight of every 
ten arrivals go out in «  coffin. A 
Joint hospital-mortuary, this pro­
duct of an ancimit superstition and 
unspeakable housing conditions in 
Bingsllkre's Chinatown isla home of 
misery and human despair.

Centuries ago, Chinese legend grew 
that death in a house lured bad luck 
to it fOT an time. Today the chief 
tenants (sub-letters) of the crowded 
wooden buildings that hundreds of 
thousands caU homes drive out aU 
who seem at death's door.

There is nothing to stop them 
from going to a government hospital 
to die, but the Chinese Inherently 
distrust western institutions with 
their rules and regulations. There 
is always Sago Lane, a half dosen 
or so houses whose doors are ever 
open and whose rules are very few.

And when a man dies, the same 
stocky feUow who sat so solidly at 
the open door waiting to help the 
tiling one up the ugly steps will ap­
pear at his side. Then, this silent 
fellow will lift the body over his 
shoulders and carry it downstairs to 
the waiting morgue. He has done 
the same for years.

Almost a half century ago, the 
first dying house was started as the 
result of lack of decent housing. In 
1949, they are even more a tragic 
uecescity. The housing shortage has

become more acute.
The British government of this 

crown colony 1 ^  sought somehow to 
lessoQ the tm ifa  of these boAises. It 
has set up a licensing syston, order­
ing daily visits by physicians, a nurse 
for every four inmates, cleaner 
{«anises and the name of "Bick Re­
ceiving House."

The d ; ^  pay $4.75 tor a moment 
or a month stay. There isn't much 
profit from the sick room. However, 
the operator sells the coffins, the 
wreaths, the flowers, joas sticks 
and paper, the candles and the hun­
dreds of other things required for a 
Chinese funeral. He gets his share 
of the pay to the corpse-dressors, 
brass bands, gong and cymbal orch­
estras. as weU as ttie devU-dispdl- 
Ing lion duices:

Some of them have even left to 
go home and “face the music’* on 
known indictmoits or cases agidnst 
them for illepd export of arms m* 
military squi]^nent from the Unitid 
States i t  the time they came to the 
J^siisb state.

Some others, who know or bdUeve 
there may be indictments against 
them and peihaps a penalty to pay, 
“Sure, welw going home. That’a our 
countiy.”

The United States govemment is 
taking this view.

There Is nothing, rsslly, to prevent 
an American boy from fighting for 
a cause overseas, provided be can 
get there. Whils he actually ia )n 
the service of a foreign army, his 
Americab cltiaenshlp may be regard­
ed as “suspended—that is, he can­
not claim any special protection or 
rights under it.

But when he leaves that foreign 
army, unleaa he has otherwise eon- 
travended his American pamport, 
it is still good.

What is h^og done hmw is this:
Amerlcsns who art eoming into 

the consular offices to make aure 
their p^)ers are in order for return 
home are asked to maks a statement, 
substantiated by the Israeli nrmy, 
that they at no time tpok any outh 
of allegiance to any other state.

The Israeli army attests that this 
is so. At the time it gave its troop» 
an oath of allegiance to Borael, a 
year ago, Americans who wished 
were «cused from taking Ü.

But it is different with those 
Americans who voted in the Israeli 
election, as perhaps soms doaens did. 
They are Israeli citiseni now wheth­
er they like it or not. That la the 
American government view.

It says in an American’s pass 
port he is not permitted to vote in 
foreign elections. Tluough advertise­
ments in Israeli newspaper!  and 
pamphlets to the army before the 
election, Americans were wamad not 
to vote imlcse they wanted to loes 
cltlienahlp.

Everyone here, including foreign­
ers, has an identity card. Bvcryoae 
who voted had his card stamped by 
the Israeli electkms officials.

Anyone who now turns up a t the 
United States consular offices In 
Israel with a green Ü. •. passport 
to be extended, renewed, visaed or 
stamped, is required to produce an 
unstamped identity sard proof he 
did not vote.

If be voted—his passport h  eoneei- 
ed and the United gtates state 
dcpextment Is advised.

Now Overloaded

Washington—We know how to de­
sign and produce good highways but 
we re careless about keeping them 
up. says Public Road Commissioner 
Thomas H. MacDonald. The e*- 
cesslvely heavy truck, he adds, la 
the major maltitenance problem.

"We are overloading our high­
ways In their traffic capacity and 
In their structural capacity," Mac­
Donald said in an Interview. "The 
only way to proper uae of the high­
ways is to limit axle and wheel loads.

“Axle loads In excess of 1Í.000 
pounds should not be authortaed, ’ 
he said, “and any revlalon of laws 
governing gross weight of rehlclea 
should relata tha t weight to the 
number of spacing axles." The 
18,000 axle-load limit generally has 
the support of state highway, motor 
vehicle manufacturer and user or- 
ganlutlons, MacDonald said, and 
'It has been written into the laws 
of s majority of the states. But he 
said thst movements are under way 
In many states to ease the restric­
tions.

‘Today the volume of truck trafftc 
is nearly three times as great as it 
was In 1930 and even more signifi­
cant is the proportion.of trucks th a t 
carry heavy leads." MacDonald con­
tinued.

The result he said, has been a 
gradual increase in damagt to pave­
ments.

MacDonald said truck operators 
ln.slRt that highway damage is a 
technical matter, that engineers 
must find s remedy, but that "this 
Is true only to the extent that the 
design of rosds falls to provide for 
loadings within the legal limits."
