At Present Time, CongreM Appeera To Be Spending 
More Then Government Will Take in During Next Fis­

Looks like the government is in 
that kind of soup now.

m the fiscal year starting July 1, 
government expenses are expected 
to total $42 billion or more while 
its Income—mostly from taxes—will 
run maybe $3 blUion less than $42 
billion.

Congress, of course, could bridge 
the gap between Income and ex­
penses by boosting the incmne (tax­
es).

But that's what Congress says it 
doesnt want to do, although Presi­
dent llruman still is calling for a 
tax raise.

Or—4ince Congress must vote the 
money that government q>ends. It 
could bridge the gap by cutting 
fovemmept expenses.

8o far this year It hasnt taken 
much definite action to do that, 
either, although It talks t  lot about 
the neoeeeitg of dotng i t

Yet, if it did do that, without t  
lot of care and wisdom, it could 
cripple the work of the government.

All of which illustrates one of the 
problems of Congress;

Early each year the government’s 
Budget Bureau, after checking care­
fully for months, lays the budget on 
Congress’ desk.

That budget is the list of expenses 
for running the various departments 
of government for another year, 
starting July 1.

Then the House Appropriations 
Committee goes to work, holds hear­
ings, and calls in the officials of 
the department to explain why they 
need this or that.

After all this, the committee final­
ly decides how much it thinks each 
department really needs, no matter 
what the Budget Bureau said.

Then week by week the committee 
comes up with a bunch of appro­
priations bills: ao much needed for 
the Justice Department, so much 
for commerce, ao much for the 
treasury, m  much for the armed 
forces.

Somebody Told Me...
By L J. (JACK) EDWARDS, JR.

Several days ago Charlie How­
ard, Jr., returned from a business 
trip to Europe, where he repre­
sented the Greenville Tobacco 
Company. Thk is the second col­
umn devoted to hk experiences in 
Germany, Norway, Denmark, Hol­
land, Switzerland and Belgium.

Charlie says there k  almost no 
rebuilding in progress in Ger­
many. In the middle of Rotter­
dam there are five miles of fields, 
flattened by bombs during the 
war and cleared off Icmg enough 
ago to grow up in weeds.

The ruins have become a part 
of European life, so they arc not 
even noticed. Charlie says he ex­
amined them much more carefully 
thk trip than he did when he was 
there with his Infantry company 
during the war. In the war days 
the ruins were just another part 
of the big mess. Now they add a 
depressing note to the hum of 
everyday life.

Food k  strictly rationed, but 
the allowance will provide a 
healthy diet for those who have 
enough money to pay for it. On a 
train Charlie met an American 
Merchant Mariner who had Just 
vklted hk German parents. E>ur- 
Ing the visit he ate three meak, 
all potatoes and nothing more. 
Hk father makes 200 marks, or 
$70, a month, and he’s a trained 
civil engineer.

A prominent German family in­
vited Charlie in for dinner one 
night to treat him to what they 
conridered the best meat they 
had been able to get in months. 
The meat was fatback! God blew 
America t

The only countries to the wwrld

that have hard currency (spend­
able anywhere) are the United 
States, Belgium and Switzerland. 
Despite thk fact, prices are higher 
in Belgium than in any other 
European country. Elsewhere in 
Europe a normal dinner costs 
about three dollars, but in Belgium 
it’s five. And the five doesn’t buy 
weinerschnitzel, which I’m sure 
you realize k fried steak.

Charlie became acquainted with 
a Britisher who felt like sociid- 
izlng in Belgium one night, took 
off lor a swanky nightclub, and 
returned several hours later $350 
poorer. Now I’m not saying tte t 
the Greenville Tobacco CompiSy 
k a strict organization, but Char­
lie’s expense account in Europe 
Included no such venture.

Thk same Brltkher had just 
"escaped” from Moscow when 
Charlie met him. The poor fellow 
made the mistake of going there 
to sell hk goods. It was a rough 
battle with red tape to get in, and 
almost as hard to get out.

To illustrate hk love for the 
place, the Britisher applied foî  
permission to leave the day he 
arrived, but it was three weeks 
before hk application was ap­
proved. During the time he was 
there the Russians tapped his 
telephone and shadowed him 
every time he left his hotel room. 
And he had to pay $80 a day for 
thiee meak and a hotel room.
