The promise of excise tax cuts In

the-depression program. 4 

There was evldwit agreement that 
only part of it could be put into ef­
fect before a pre-Labor Day ad­
journment this year.

Chairman Doughton (D-HC) of 
the House Ways and Means Com­
mittee J(rtned with Chairman 
George (D-Oa) of the Senate Fin­
ance Committee in promising re 
lief next year from some of the 
heavy wartime taxea These have 
applied to a long range of items 
from furs to face powder, and In­
cluding transportation fares and 
communications.

President Truman asked for re­
peal of the excises on freight as one 
of the measures to keep the eco­
nomy rolling in high gear and head 
off a threatened business recession 

But George told a reporter any 
such move now would cost the gov­
ernment $400.000,000 revenue in a 
period when Mr. Truman seems to 
have resigned himself to In-the-red 
financing by dropping his demand 
for any major tax Increases.

George s a i d  — a n d  Doughton 
agreed in a separate Interview—that 
If Ccmgress lifts the lid on excises 
DOW there might be no stopping re­
peal of most of such levies.

George said the tax on freight 
which adds to the retail cost of 
about everything, "should be one 
of the first to come off."

He found himself unable to agree 
with the Presidents proposal that

Mr. Truman cautioned Congress 
against cutting "essential national 
programs" like defense and foreign 
aid.

The Senate Appropriations Cocn- 
mittees answer to this was to 
whack several hundred thousand 
dollars of foreign spending funds 
It probably will follow this soon 
with action to slice the 115.900,000,- 
000 the House already has voted lor 
the armed services.

Congrc&s was divided on the ques­
tion of public works planning A 
group of Demcrats headed by fcn- 
atr Murray (D-M<mt) announced 
they will put In a bill soon which 
would Include planning for a $15,-

Washington. July 12— i/P) —Two 
Republicans announced today they 
will demand that the houM un- 
Amalean Activities committee re­
open its Alger Hiss hearings.

Wood said he would oppose call­
ing any witnesses who are under 
subpoena for the Hiss trial or likely 
to be brought In when the case is 
tried again.

The first trial ended tn a dead­
locked Jury last week when the Jur­
ors could not agree on whether Hiss 
has committed perjury during a 
grand Jury investigation which fol­
lowed the house committee’s hear­
ing a year ago.

Britain’s col­
onist sons made deals that gave the 
mother country the world's highest 
living standard at the Ume. This Is 
no longer possible now that the em­
pire Is changing • Into a union of 
equal partner-natlons.

One of BriUln’s proflUble opera­
tic under the old system was to 
buy raw materials In the lands her 
armed forces held. These raw ma­
terials were taken to England and 
made Into finished consumer goods. 
These consumer goods were shipped 
back to the colonies and sold to 
the "natives."

This worked until the “natives" 
began making their own goods and 
getting fresh new Ideas about run­
ning their own show generally. There 
came a time when the cost of keep­
ing some colonies In that condition 
outran Uie predictable return.

As a people, the British never got 
so nearsighted while clipping cou­
pons from colonial Investments that 
they couldn’t read the handwriting 
on the wan. They led aU colonial 
powers in thinking up a civilized 
wey to avoid the explosion that 
oculd have taken place If the eoMO*

to itslal world had got a flat "no 
demands for freedom.

Transforming an empire of sub­
servient <x)lonle8 into a common­
wealth of equal partners Is one of 
the major political feau of history. 
It Isn’t finished yet, but is well on 
Its way and the British are largely 
responsible.

Britain had to tackle the delicate 
part of this Just as she emerged 
exhausted from World War n  and 
faced a postwar world that had 
turned to other suppliers. Some of 
her own dependencies, to whom she 
now owed money for the war, were 
buying elsewhere.

Within the framework of the new 
commonwealth, she has tried to re- 
buUd
andi has partly succeeded. But the 
basic fact is that they are no longer 
economic colonies tn the old sense

In other wcutis. the old Britain 
was as rich as she was partly be­
cause of her colonies. The colonial 
economic system through which thev 
added to her wealth Is on Its way

The largest Item okayed by the 
committee Is a oost-of-Uving In­
crease in compensation to veterans 
suffering s«vice-connected disabili­
ties.

The Veterans Administration esti­
mated the first-year cost at $84,- 
432,000.

This Increase averages approxi­
mately 8.7 per cent. Veterans or­
ganizations originally asked a 26 
per cent hike in compensation and 
dependency figurea to offset higher 
living costs.

Under the new schedule, the rate 
of compensation ranges from $15 a 
month for 10 per cent disability up 
to $150 a month for total disabili­
ty.
