Department Has
. Its Biggest Year

Record Number Of
Applications By

Needy; Grants Near
$400,000

The Pitt county welfare depart-
ment during the past year receiv-
ed more applications for assistance
under the federal, state and county
financial assistance programs for
needy persons than ever before in
the history of the department.

The increase in applications from
needy persons in the county during
the past year was announced to-
day by K. T. Futrell, superintend-
ent of the weifare department, in
his annual report for the depart-
ment. )

Futrell said cash grants paid out
through the county office from
county, state and federal funds am-
ounted to almost $400.000 during the
12 months from June 30, 1948, to
June 30, 1949,

During the year a total of 479
applications were received for old
age assistance, and 368 of the appli-
cations were approved. The num-
ber of persons receiving old age
assistance grants on June 30, 1948,
in Pitt county was 688, and by June
30 of this year the number had in-
creased to 912, Futrell said the av-
erage monthly grant for old age
assistanct is $18.90.

For aid to dependent children,
130 applications were received dur-
ing the fiscal year, and 76 of the
applications were approved by the
department. On June 30, 1948,
there were 143 aid to dependent
children cases receiving payments
from the county welfare depart-
ment, and on June 30, 1949, the
number of cases had increased to
206. The average grant for June 30
was $30.60 per month for each fam-
fly. Futrell's report showed 642
children were benefiting from these
grants on June 30 of this year.

Grants for aid to the blind in-
creased from 82 at the beginning of
the fiscal year to 100 at the end of
the fiscal y2ar. The average grant
_fmx, blind persons on June 30 of this

year was $73. Ald ta the blind al-
so Included teaching of Braille
handicrafts, use of talking book ma-
chines. and training at centers for
other vocational rehabilitation.

In nen-financial services and fin-
ancial assistance from ounty funds,
64 patients were given ranitorium
eare and treatment under the coun-
tv program for financial assistance
to indigent tubercular patients. A
monthly average of 45 patients re-
eeived care under the program.

Financial assistance for emergen-
ev hospital care was provided for
314 other indigent patients.

Labor certificates were lssued for
104 minors under the age of 18. In-
vestigations were made on 47 ap-
plications for services under the vo-
cational rehabilitation program to
determine eligibility for services,
and parole services were given 36
parolees with an average of 28 per-
sons on the list each month.

The sum of $12.782 was paid out
through the welfare department to
the families of men convicted of
non-support and ordered by the
courts to make regular payments to
their families

New York, Aug. 8.—Business
y activity in Greenville hit a high
figure during the past year, with
retail sales well ahead of its quo-
ta among the cities of the Unit-
ed States. The findings are con-
tained in Sales Management's
copyrighted survey of buying
power, a 600-page study just
completed, covering “every com-
munity over 10,000 population.
Greenville accounted for retail
sales of $22,433,000. Thus the
. city did 0172 percent of the
nation’s business with but 0123
percent of the national popula-
tion. It was also ahead on a
statewide basis, doing 978 per
cent of North Carolina's busi-
ness although it has only 478
percent of the population of the
state.
How well Greenville families

fared is shown by their effective
buying income — the amount
available to them for spending
after payment of personal taxes.
With net earnings of $17,143,000
for the 4,700 families in Green-
ville, the average was $3,647 per
family last year. The fact that
retail sales were greater in vol-
ume than local income indicates
that the city is the hub of a
large trading area. Per individ-
nal in the city, the average
available after taxes was $952.

The overall change in the past
year in the picture of earnings
and expehditures is shown for
the nation by the figures in the
survey. They indicate a 51 per
cent rise in “spendable” money
per family and a higher, 11.1 per
cent, increase in the amount
spent in retail stores. Out of

blood is given by transfusion, the

defunct corpuscles are quickly
thrown out, all except the iron in
their red coloring matter. Your bo-
dy takes that iron, and either stores
it in the liver, or sends it immediate-
ly to the bone marrow to manufac-
ture fresh hemoglobin, the red stuff,
for newly formed corcuscles.

How long a red corpuscle lives de-
pends on several conditions. One is
the efficiency of his internal chem-
ical processes. Although it takes a
microscope to see a single corpuscle,
each one is an elaborate chemical
plant. The machinery of this lit-
tle plant is enzymes, Some enzymes
enable the corpuscle to use sugar
and other foods. Other enzymes
help it to get oxygen and to rid it-
self of carbon dioxide. The preser-
vation of the corpuscles in blood
banks is to a large extent a matter
of keeping these enzyme systems
working.

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European Money Also Spent
Getting Nations Back On Feet

By CLARKE BEACH

Washington — TODEAN money
has gone to work’ on a vast scale
to make the Marshall plap a suc-
cess. The 55,000000,000 of Marsh-
all plan funds provided so far is on-
ly a sixth or seventh of what Eu-
rope itself is spending’to get back
bon its feet.

Before the plan got started, the
bulk of the European money supply
was becoming dammed up, idle, and
thwarted. Without the compara-
tively small leaven of dollars need-
ed to buy certain essential western
hemisphere products, native money
resources could not go to work to
rebuild the European economy.

In most of Europe the money was
willing to work, but it needed help
from the dollars. In some coun-
tries the native money had lost its
nerve.

David Bruce, chief of the econ-
omic cooperation administration’s
(ECA) special mission to France,
says that economic stagnation seiz-
ed France in the 1930s.

The value of the franc kept fall-
Irg until the last few months. Not
wanting to keep their money in
francs, the investors bought hoards
of goods—such as rugs, jewelry and
paintings. Some rich people ship-
ped gobds abroad on consignment
The shippers kept title while the

commodities were held for them In!has been noted yet, although the li-

forelgn warehouses. The idea was
to eventually follow the goods out
of the country.

The big change in France came|
early this year. The government
announced it would seek new money
in a 300 billion franc bond issue
Friends of France held thefr breath.
If the people failed to subscribe to
the loan, it would show they had no
faith in their own government’s fi-
nancial stability, The valué’ of the
franc might have dropped out of
sight, and the recovery effort would
have been dealt a serious blow.

But the bond lissue was a huge
success. The value of the franc
immediately began to rise. Anoth-
er good sign: The price of gold on
the French black market has been
falling ever since the bond issue. The
price had been boosted by farmers
who had chosen to buy gold rather
than risk holding on to francs. Now
it seemed they were unloading gold
and choosing francs.

Up to now most of the recovery
plan investments in France have|
been made by the American gov- |
ernment because private capitall
was unwilling to take the chance
Now the experts expect to see pri-
vate investors. get into the field.

In Italy the investment situation
has been much the same as in
France. No marked improvement

resources of the nation.

But for the Marshall plan coun-
tries as a whole there is a great out-
pouring of native investment capi-

tal. They_will spend about $30,-
000,000,000 this fiscal year to mod- |
ernize factories and farms, build|
new plants, homes and transporta-
tion facilities. ’

This means they will be taking|
about 20 per cent of their national|
incomes and plowing it back into
business. In average periods of]|
présperity such investment is usu- !
ally around 15 per cent of income
To raise it to 20 per cent, the coun-
tries will have to maintain reduced
living standards for some years yet,
denying themselves a lot of con-
sumer goods.
