Congressmen Caught
In Squeeze As Con-
stituents Complain
Against Cutbacks

Washington, Aug. 25 — (AP) —
Members of Congress found them-
selves squeezed today between a
military economy drive many of
them had demanded and the out-
raged cries of constituents affect-
ed by the proposed cuts.

A typical example was offered by
a western House member. He said
he has been deluged up to now with
letters urging him to vote for cuts
in sppropriations. Now, he said
the same people are complaining
bitterly against military cutbacks
In his district.

The predicament resulted from
Secretary of Defense Johnson's an-
nouncement yesterday that the
Armed Forces plan to fire 135,000 of
their 905,000 civilian employes, while
returning 12,073 reserve officers
from active to inactive status.

That program aims at a $200,-
000,000 saving during the fiscal year
which started July 1, and savings
of $500,000,000 a year thereafter, It
would help bring next year's mili-
tarv budget down to $13,400,000,000
The 1949 budget totals $14,900,000,-
000.

Johnson said the cuts are those
proposed by the three armed serv-
ices themselves. They will resuit in
the closing of about 50 defenss in-

TOBACCO—The most important |
problem in eastern North Carolina
right now is that of the most satis-
factory way to market the tobacco
crop. Dozens of conferences have
been held by warehousemen and
growers with government officials
with manufacturing companies and
among themselves. Meetings of
special farm groups and organiza-
tions have been called to discus:
ways and means of improving con-
ditions admittedly far from perfect

BIG BUSINESS—Tobacco is big
business for North Carolina, and
whether or not that business is
profitable ta growers depends large-
ly upon marketing systems. The
rapid growth of the warehouse
phase is spown by the fact that last
year 281 warehouses operated In the
flue-cured markets of North Caro-
lina, and farmers pald warehouse-
men selling commissions aggregat-
ing $11,093,000—an average of $39-
478 for each warehouse. In 1933
there were only 146 warehouses and
in 1043 only 187. In other words,
the number of suction sale tobacco
houses increased almost 50 percent
in the past five years, nearly dou-
bled in fifteen years.

CONCENTRATION - 8ix new
markets have been recognized in
the state within the five year pe.iol
—Clinton, Dunn, Ellerbe, Fayette-
ville, Greensboro and Windsor. That
means most of the new warehouses
have been built on markets alreacy
regarded as “big” thus emphasiz-
ing the concentration rather then
distribution of selling facilities pro-
vided the farmers. Meantime, the
production center has moved and
in some aress long estanhlished mar-
kets are barely self-supporting,
while demand grows for new bor-
derline markets in sections ~omiag
into heavy production.

Considine is quite a fellow, as
you have no doubt already con-
cluded. From his New York apart-
ment, and points all over the
world, he manages to turn out a
daily column, “On the Line” two
weekend features, magazine ar-
ticles, and he even finds time to
cover the big stories like the Bikini
atomic bomb test, election night,
and the Olympics. This sort of
work brings him $100,000 a year.

It's not unusual for Considine to
get up at 9 a.m., write a couple
of magazine articles, skip lunch,
interview an “author,” write a
sports column, eat supper, give a
radio broadcast, write two more
articles and go to bed at three in
the morning. He's forty-two and
doesn't look a day older.

there would be & new law, called
the Aiken law.

This is where the four plans—the

Aiken law and the Gore, Anderson
and Brannan plans—come in. This
is what they would do:
Aiken—set a sliding guarantee of
60 to 90 per cent of parity (instead
of the flate 50 per cent, as at pre-
sent under the law expiring Dec. 31)
on the six basic erops. On other
crops’there’d be s guarantee from
rero to 90 per cent.

Gore—Keep the 90 per cent guar-
antee on the six basic crops and
guarantee 60 to 90 per cent of
parity on other crops whicn the
government chooses to help.

Anderson—Give a T8 %o 0 per
cent guarantee of parity on the six
basic crops (instead of ‘he 80 per
cent under present law and the
Gore plan) and on other crops make

it 60 to 90 per cent.

Brannan — Keep & high parity
guarantee on non-perishable erops,
like wheat, but let perishables, like
milk and meat, find thel rown price
level in the public market. But—

Let the government decide what
is & fair price for the perishables
If the public market price fell be-
low that level, the government
would pay the farmer the differ-
ence between the low price he got
and the price considered falr by the
government.

Tito's defiance could, for example,
adversely affect the Soviet plans for
the Communization of China. Gen-
eral Mao Tse-Tung, the Red lead-
er, may or may not be Moscow's
man. The fact remains however, that
Nationalism runs strong in China
and it is quite possible that a so-
called Communist China would be
of the Yugoslav brand, that is, Nat-
ionalist.

Bo we see that Moscow is pushed
into a corner where it’is bound
to take strong action to defend its
world revolution by bringing Yug-
oslavia into line. Therefore Marshal
Tito’s scalp is at a premium right
now. But how to get it?

Tito is tough and tenacious. He
is endowed with more fearlessness
and daring, as regards his personal
safety, than falls to the average per-
son. He demonstrated that time and
again during the world war when
Hitler put a huge price on the Yug-
oslay leader’s head.
