1. CsechoalovakU’s Communlrt 
government h «  announced that it 
smashed a large armed revolt by 
conspirators who tried to capture 
Prague and «tabllsh an antl-8ov- 
iet regime.

2 Yugoslavia h «  applied form- 
slly for a loan of $35.000.000 from 
the Export-Import Bank, an Amer­
ican government agency. ’Tito needs 
quick cash with which to buy U. 8.

Washington 
Letter

Washington — There will be big 
doings in the capital in October. 
Jawaharlrt Nehru, India’s prime 
minister, has accepted President 
Truman's invitation to visit the 
United States. A special welcome 
mat will be laid out at the Indian 
embassy, where his sister, Mme. 
Pandit reigns as the first woman 
ambassador to Washington.

Handsoirte. bronzed and silver- 
haired. Mr. Nehru spent 10 yean of 
his life in prison for his part in 
agitating for Indian Independence. 
He be^m e India's foremost leader 
when Mahatma Oandhl was assas­
sinated in 1848. Mr. Nehru, one of 
Gandhi’s most devoted foUowera 
collapsed a t his death and was him­
self almost assassinated.

Mr. Nehru, wno will be 90 in 
November, was bom in Allahabad 
in northern India, the son of a 
wealthy Kashmiri Brahman, Mo- 
tilal Itehru, one of India’s most dis­
tinguished lawyers. The elder Neh­
ru, who eventually Joined his son as 
a Gandhi follower, spent almost ar 
much time in _ prison as did his 
son. He died in 1931 after long im­
prisonment the year before.

Other members of the Nehru 
family were also Imprisoned for 
civil disobedience, Including Mme 
Pandit, and Mr. Nehru's beautiful 
wife, Kamala, to whom he was mar­
ried in 1916 and who died In 1986 
During 1922, when Mr. Nehru was 
serving a term In prlscwi for hii 
part in organizing the United Pro­
vinces agrarian conference, his mo­
ther was severely beaten by stréet 
mobs. She later died, Mr. Nehru 
devoted his time in prison to wrlt- 
ting. His "Glimpses of Wwld His­
tory,” "Discovery of India,” and his 
aut<^iography, ‘Toward Freedom,’’ 
written in 1941, received high p rate  
from literary critics.

Nehru received his early educa­
tion from an English tutor, l^ d in -  
and T. Brooks, who taught him to 
read the English classics and 
science. Ha became a member of

the ’nxeoBOphist Society a t 13. He 
went to Harrow and to Trinity Col­
lege, Cambridge, where he won 
honors in the natural sciencea-bo- 
tany, chemistry and geology. After 
receiving his degree in 1910 he 
studied law for two years at the 
Inner Temi^e in London.

His first visit to England after 
he became prime minister was m 
October last year, when he attend­
ed the London meeting of the com­
monwealth prime ministers. He har 
traveled in many countries—Russia, 
Burma. Malaya, Spain, Csechoslo- 
vakla, Ceylon, China—but this is 
his first visit to the United States.

Flve-fooi, ten inches, lean, with 
aquiline nose and eloquent brown 
eyes, Mr. Nehru is notably sensltlte 
and humane and possesses "terrific 
moral courage,” his friends say. He

likes skiing swimming 
keeps fit with yogi exerdses. sucñ 
u  standing on his head.
