There was nothing to indicate an

early settlement of the country’s
major labor trouble—esrikes by some

850000 steel and coal workers.

There were threats of a nation-
wide raflroad strike ard a walkout
by some 20,000 aluminum workers in
eight states.

The continuing strixe by John L.
Lewis' 380,000 Unitec Mine Work-
ers—now three week: old—prompt=
ed Cyrus S. Ching, federal concilia=-
tion director , to warr.

“Each day brings the nation clos-
er to a crisis.”

Ching, who urged Lewis and Mine
operators to resume negotiations in
an effort to end the strike, sald “this
gtrike must be sett'ed promptly.”

In Washington, ¥dwin G. Nourst,

chairman of the President’s eécono-
mic advisory council, sald that a
month of continued tirikes in the
coal and steel indusiries would
seriously threaten the National wel-
fare. :

Chinese began fleeing Canton to-
day as the front to the north show-
ed signs of caving in under the pres-
sure of attacking Red armies.
Diplomats ip Canton said they
expected to hear Monday that the
Nationalist capital was being mov-

ed to Chungking, That was the
wartimé capital in western China.

Kukong, anchor city only 128
miles north of Canton, was yielded
without a fight. Hengyang, the
Nationalist base 265 miles to the
north, appeared to have been aban-
doned.

Press reports sald Gen. Pal
Chung-Hsl, central front command-
er, had quit Hengyang and would
set up headquarters at Kweilin,
capital of his native Kwangsi pro-
vince.

That was a hint he may leave
Canton to its fate. His 200,000-man
army is the best left to the Nation-
alists on the Chinese mainland.

The pro-communist newspaper
Wen Wei Pao in Hong Kong sald
communist troops entered Heng-
yang Friday afternoon.

In the hour of Canton's ordeal,
there was considerable diplomatic
maneuvering.

A well-informed ecommonwealth
diplomat in London said Britain
will recognize the newly-established
Chinese communist regime in pei-
ping. India was expected to take
a like step. Other commonwesalth
governments might follow suit.
Trade with China is a big factor.
