But for the records, he’s playing it close. He’ll Just say today and tomorrow will be the shortest days.There will be only a few seconds differenot and it would take hours of tedious calculatizig to deterznine which day actually will be the shortest.
The difficulty is this:Winter arrivu at the moment the earth h u  hs northern axis tilted at its wATtmum away from the sun. This moment occurs each year around Dac. 31. The exact moment this year is 11:24 o'clock tonight. Eastern Standard Time.
That is so close to midnight about half of the effect of the factors that CTUte the shortest day of the year falls on the 21st and half on the 22nd In the eastern time belt.

N O T WELCOME, BUT
MOST NECESSARY

In line with iti eommii- 
Bients abroad, the Admini- 
gtration has put its intention 
of asking an extension of 
the Selective Service Act be­
fore the public. The step is 
not likely to have a “wel­
come sign” spread by Con» 
grass.

Matter of fact, nearly ev- 
flybody would like to see the 
draft ditched. The idea of 
possible interference with 
Junior’s future doesn’t  set 
well with most parents, and 
the historic lure of uniforms 
m d martial music never did 
take hold in this country. 
Folks were too busy earning 
B living or preparing for the 
future, to play at being eol- 
dier. There was a time when 
we didn’t  have to concern 
ourselves with such ideas.

But conditions changed. 
The crossroads and hamlets, 
the towns and cities that 
make up the United States 
were mixed up in a situa­
tion foreign to them; and to 
meet conditions as they were 
—4iot as they’d like them to 
be—>a peacetime draft, for. a 
limited period, was accepted.

Now that law is nearing its 
expiration date; and what 
have we got? Almost the 
same conditions that existed 
at the time of its enactmept 
No settlement of differences 
between democracies and 
communism have been reach­
ed. The situation is just as 
explosive as ever, needing 
only a spark to disrupt an un­
easy peace. Perhaps we have 
lived in this aura of danger 
so long that our sense of cau­
tion has been relaxed.

No men have been called 
into the service for* a num 
ber of months- and many 
have been discharged. At the 
Arne time, prospects are that 
budfetary nitrictions wil 
fiurthgr cut into manpowfr

needs of the armed services 
. . .  and resorting to the draft 
to fill the ranks appears un­
necessary for the foreseeable 
future.

But, even in its present 
stage of “suspended anima­
tion,” the Selective Service 
Act has been a real asset. It 
provided a source of confi­
dence and courage to our al­
lies and the silent law stood 
as a warning we were pre­
pared to act quickly in the 
face of aggre^ve acts or in 
our own defense. The law 
carried weight when policy' 
moves wers contemplated in 
the balls of ^ends and foes 
alike. ^

Though unused, the main­
tenance of selective service 
machinery is invaluable. 
Should it expire, Becretary of 
Defense Johnson warns that 
four months would pass be­
fore manpower could be mo­
bilized in the event of na­
tional emergency. Four 
months is too long in today’s 
concepts of the emergency

Rare Fluorescent 
Diamond Discovered 
In Shipment Of Gems

George Lautares, local dtamwid 
dealer, revealed today the discovery 
of a rare fluorescent diamond In a 
shipment of unmounted stones 
which he received ^rom a New York 
diamond cutter.

Lautares said the diamond, weigh­
ing .93 carat. wa.s graded by the 
cutter as a white diamond showing 
no trace of color. While examining 
the stone under the diamond-scope, 
l.autares said he noticed the bcidy 
of the stone exhibited an unusual 
blue color Instead of the usual white 
or yellowish color of ordinary dia­
monds.

He said the diamond shows a 
light bluish color under artificial

light, and in natural sunlight the 
color changes to a pale purple.

Lautares, who earlier this year 
passed the American Gem Society’s 
diamond examination, said the fluo­
rescence Is a quality rarely found 
in diamonds, but not uncommon in 
other precious stones.
