At lesst one Pitt County farmer
and possibly others who contracted
Negro laborers to harvest tobacco in
1844, 45 and 46 may be subject to
suit by the federal government, re-
liable sources disclosed today.

The suits center around the sti-
pulation that the imported labor-
ers must be employed for 75 per-
cent of the working days, the in-
formant said.

‘One local farmer who allegedly
did not work his laborers the mini-

mum 75 percent of the time has al-

been notified that he must
now pay the government enough to
account for the required days that

the laborers did not work.

The farmer's name was not di-

vulged but it was reported that pos- !
sibly other local farmers face the |
same action.

The Negro laborers were import-

ed from the Bahamas and Jamaica

under a contract between the

United States and British govern-

ments. The contract said the Ne-

groes must be employed 75 percent

of the working days (five and one

half days a week),

The United States government
then contracted the labor to the
farmers with the same stipulation.
Over 200 of the some 160,000 labor-
ers found their way into the Pitt
Couinty tobacco fields in 1844, 45
and 46.

Science Studies
Tiny ‘Saboteurs’

Washington, Dec. 22 — (AP) —
Military scientists are considering
the possibility of planting robot
electronic “saboteurs” in an enemy
city to steer s guided missile to &
target,

A hint of this was contained in
a4 pamphlet isued today by the De-
fense Department’s research and
development board. It is a new edi-
tion of the “Glossary of Guided
Missile Terms.”

The reference was tucked away
in a technically-phrased discussion
of “semi-active homing guidance”
in which a missile seeks out a tar-
get which has been “illuminated
for a source otner than the missile.”
As untangled from such complex
phrasing in explanation by one ex-
pert, this means that a missile fol-
lows a radar beam from a trans-
mitter either located in, or pointed
at, & city or factory. In the case
of pointing, the radar beam is aim-
ed at the target and reflected off
At an angle, The missile would
‘ride” the beam of this reflected
radar impulse and then blast the
target with an atomic or conven-
tional warhead.

The “suitcase” transmitter to il-
luminate the target for the elec-
tronic eyes of the approaching mis-
stles could be deposited by agents,

Textile Workers
Turn To Prayer

Douglas, Ga., Dec. 22 —(AP)—
Textile workers in this small north-
west Georgia mill town have turn-
ed to prayer to get back their jobs.

The town's only large industry,
a print cloth mill employing 450
workers, closed last March when its
market collapsed.

Now the jobless mill hands pray
that the mill will be reopened.

The idea of praying for their
jobs was suggested two weeks &go
during a revival by the Rev. Claude
Sweetwater, a Baptist preacher.

‘We think He will hear us”
Sweetwater sald. “We think the
mill will be reopened.” ‘

The jobless mill hands pray in
church or whenever they meet in
their homes or near the idle mill.

M. T. McDearmid, the mill sup-
erintendent, is hopeful the mill will
be humming again soon.

“T think the Lord has heard us,”
he said. “Groups from textile in-
terests in other parts of the coun-
try have been here to see us. They
want to buy the mill and reopen it.”

McDearmid says a grocer, J. A.
Robbins, lets the jobless charge gro-
ceries when their credit becomes
exhausted elsewhere, and the mill,
which owns 55 houses in the mill
village, hasn't collected any rent
since the shutdown.
