There’s no accurate estimate on 
the amount of hard coal available. 
But New York City, which uses 
hard coal, report* a 13-day supply 
on hand.

The best estlmste of the amount 
of aoft coal above ground comes 
from the Southern C ^ l Producers 
Association which puts the figure 
at 33,000,000 tons. ThatA the low­
est in the past 15 years.

Coal rationing already has been 
put into effect in a t least four large 
cities. They are Chicago. Cleveland, 
Detroit and Pittsburgh.

Offidajs of the retail coal mer­
chants’ Association in Pittsburgh 
say only 9,000 tons are on hand for 
retail distirlbution. Last year they

Easier Said Than Done
Reduction Of Spending Budget Runa Into Herd Fecta 

That Congreaa Hat Voted More Spending On Some 
Items, Truman’a Expanded Plana, Unforeaean Needs

Washington. Jan. 20—<^V-Con- 
gress is rocking with calls for cut­
ting President ’Truman’s 542,439,- 
000,000 spending budget. But the 
cold record shows that this is easier 
said than done.

Government spending has wound 
up greater than Mr. Truman pre­
dicted in three of his four budgets 
for previous years although there 
has been some clamor for cuts every 
time.

The Increase for the four yeare 
totals 53,869,000,000.

Responsibility for after-budget in­
creases in spending is disputable be­
cause:

1 Congress has sometimes voted 
to spend more on certain things 
than Mr. Truman recommended.

3 Mr. Truman has sometimes come 
through with new or expanded 
spending proposals after his in­
itial budget message.

Peanut Program

Washington. Jan. 29— —Rep. 
Bonner (D-NO wants the Agricul­
ture Department's peanut program 
mised to ease the glut of runner 
type and increase productlrm of 
Virginia type.

He told the House yesterday that 
there is an unsatisfied demand for 
Virginia type peanuts, grown In 
Virginia and North Carolina.

He proposed that acreaga allot­
ments should be divided to cover
different types. Instead of covering 
all types a national basis.

‘The entire peanut program 
should be revised so as to divide 
the peanut producing areas into 
types similar to the tobacco pro- 
grsm,” he suggested, adding: T h a t 
is. there should be the Virginia type 
area, the runner type area and the 
Spanish type area or Virginia type 
area and runner and Spanish type 
area."

thinks people generally are pretty 
well satisfied with the road situa­
tion. are optimistic about electricity, 
but are properly complaining about 
telephones. A few individuals are 
disgruntled because their pet road 
hasn’t been given preferential treat­
ment, and there are still some “pock­
ets" with deplorible lack of electric 
current. But the inadequacy of tel­
ephone service is statewide and ap­
plies In congested population centen 
as well as in sparse rural areas. He 
suggested to h is ' press conference 
Wednesday a remedy for this con- 
dltimi that directly contrasts with 
his position on some other matters 
and with the federal government 
attitude.

MONOPOLY—The eeaence of his 
plan is absolute monopoly, instead 
of competitive enterprise. But he 
would Impose strict government reg­
ulation on the monopoly. He said 
he favors division of territory, based 
on a survey of needs, and the grant­
ing of exclusira franchise to a com­
pany to aerve gpecific areas, with 
proTlsk» that if service were not 
raiutered the franchiee would be 
revoked and the job turned over lo 
aomabodj elee. Re reiterated his 
oppoatti<m to poUdea uniter which 
both p r l i ^  stock eompanlea and 
REA eoopentivas have “skimmed 
the cream” of profitable aenice and 
passed by customers whose business 
would have to be carried at a loss 
or distributed among those customers 
able to pay. He said it is his under­
standing that utUltiee franchises 
now are not exclusive and that com­
panies by agreement outline the 
territory they will serve—and all of 
them seek the profitable outlets.

POLICY—It has long been policy 
of the utilities commission not to 
grant absolute exclusive franchises, 
but there has been traditional at­
titude that Invested capital was en­
titled to a decent return and the 
commission has not permitted in­
discriminate competition among 
public service vendors. The banking 
commission has followed the same 
general plan tn authorizing new 
banks.

KECESSARY-It all gets back to 
the complei  ̂ iMOblem of “conven­
ience and necessity’’—the conven­
ience being In behalf of the people 
and the necessity In behalf of both 
the public and the invested capital.

Same attitude haa prevailed with 
respect to bus lines and other publ» 
lie service utilities. It is a new 
thought that a public utility can be 
required to take over unprofitable 
operatixms of another company. The 
ultimate end of such a program 
would be absolute mcmopoly for one 
utility, or the eorrelatlve of absolute 
ststeism with government doing the 
whole Job, guaranteeing equal ser­
vice to all but retaining discrimina­
tory tax bills.

TAXATION—The question . of
taxes must be considered. A Baleigh 
citizen who owns his home and hla 
store building said he wouldn’t  mind 
helping to pay cost of extending an 
electric line into upper Leesville 
township, if the home and store of 
the Leesville resident were listed <m 
the tax books at the same square 
footage valuation as his |t|leigh 
property. And that brings up the old 
question of Henry George’s "single 
tax” Idea-which was about as con­
fusing half a century ago as the 
Einstein theories and the Brannan 
plan are now. ____

’Thus, the report Is of no interest 
to me. But Wife Rachel takes It 
in every day.

Yesterday when I came home 
from lunch the house was I like 
an oven. ‘

“So what?” I asked. “That suits 

me fine.”

“Do you believe In that cussed 
report?” I shot back. * 

"Surely,” she said, “there’s no 
point in turning off the stove 
when it’s going to turn cold In 
a few minutes.”

Ollie doesn’t mind if the others 
kid him because he can’t  breath 
flame through his nostrils. Ha •ex­
plains his family fite was put out 
when his dragon grandfather swam 
the Hellespont.

But the thing that puts the pro­
gram across is the way Fran treats 
the puppets as real people. They 
come alive.

I talked to her the other day 
during her recent trip to New York 
—the program originates in Chicago 
—and found that to her Kukla, Ol­
lie and the others are really peo­
ple. She never talks of them as pup­
pets. and never goes backstage. She 
doesn’t like to see them hanging 
lifeless fronr a hook.

“I couldn’t  work with them if X 
didn’t feel that way,” she said.

Puppets, like people, wear out. 
Whenever Tlllstrom has to build
a new Kukla—Russian for “Doll"— 
or OUle, she Is nervous for a few 
performances.

Tt’s hard for me to get used to 
new character,” she said.

“I’m sensitive to the change. We 
have so much fun together, I hate 
to think we can’t go on always. I 
know that may sound silly, but 
that’s how it Is.”

Fran has a curious small girl 
quality—like the girl you loved and 
lost in grammar school—that gives 
her a nostalgic appeal. This act­
ually stirs Jealously in some adult 
men television fans when she sings a 
love song to Kukla, who says she’s 
his girl.

Most of the mall is from grown­

Washington—Meat for the week 
—ordered by phone, packed and de­
livered directly to their doors—is 
easing the menu-planning market­
ing bugaboo for many Washington 
housewives.

The unique service, known as tiie 
Budget Meat Plan, was recently in­
troduced by Don Vogel, former ad- 
vertishig man. Ibe  Idaa Is appear­
ing in several other eastern cities.

“The BMP was bom out of the 
Idea that of all consumer services 
the butcher shop is the most old- 
fashioned," Mr. Vogel. “In selling 
meat, the butcher serves a dual cap­
acity of salesman and cutter. In 
today’s production - line economy 
this is expensive to the consumer. 
Aso, in the butcher shop the cus- 
sumer’s purchase price includes the 
expense of iraste and overhead.”

BMP, Vogel says, eliminates all of 
this by allowing butchers to buy 
meat after the customers’ orders are 
taken. The meat which the plan 
sends you is i»'e-cut into portion

servings for two, three, four or 
five persons. You order from me­
nus sent every two weeks, accord­
ing to the size of your family.

Only "choice” graded and trim­
med meat is sent to the customers. 
Mr. Vogel says this makes it cost a 
little more but that quality is as­
sured.

In each weekly carton, are menus 
for the following week. The menus 
range from a thrift assortment at 
$8f50 for three, 110.80 for five, to the 
Gourmet menu at $7A0 for three, 
I12A0 for five. There’s a “modem" 
menu beginning at $7, and two 
“budget” menus for two persons at 
$6.25 each. Budget menu A may 
Include a sirloin steak “completely 
boneless and defatted," a roasting 
chicken, a Virginia Ham steak aid

veal cutlet. Budget B may h£V2 a 
sirloin steak, rib lamb chopa, Io<n 
of pork roast, chotH>ed beef, sliced 
bacon. The thrift menu includes 
smoked picnic shmilder, roasting 
chicken, veal fiicasse (cubed), port 
chops and baoon.

“Our customers oome from every 
walk of life Imaginable,” says Mr. 
Vogel. “We’ve found, though, that 
taking meat ordera by phone Is a 
unique and interesting experloice. 
Women seem to ’open up’ to the 
voice on the other end of the phone. 
Also, we ve found that people are 
exceptiontdly honest Not once 
have we had an unpaid delivery."
