The Wage-Hour Law
Sftcond Of Thrwft Articiea On The New Law Which Went 

Into Effect Yesterdey; Matter Of Definition Impor­
tant; Exemptions; Case Of The Window W asher

Washington. Jan. 36 — (AP) — 
The case of the window washer is 
one of the tough ones under the 
new wage-hour law.

A window washer doing his Job 
in a building where there were 
firms engaged in interstate com­
merce was held to be covered by 
the old law.

Now he may be, exempt. But no­
body's too .sure about it.

The doubt comes from the chang­
ed definition of who Is and who 
isn’t covered. A worker covered by 
the law must get at least the new 
75-cent hourly minimum wage, plus 
overtime pay at time and a half for 
every hour he works over 40 a week.

The original law said workers 
were covered if they were engaged 
In commerce between states or In 
production of goods from such com­
merce. It also covered worlfers 
‘necessary to the production'' of 
foods for interstate oommerce. '

There were some specific exemp­
tions xTltten into the law but that 
aas tiie generki rule.

Under the new law workers still 
are covered if they are engaged in 
aoRunerce or production of goods 
for oommerce.

(8U11 covered, too, are workere of

an employer whose ;xroduct, even 
though sold within one state, later 
gets shipped across state lines as 
an Ingredient of another eiqployer's 
product.)

But—there is one big change.
No Iwigcr does the law affect: 

those workers whose Jobs are “ne­
cessary for pjoduction of goods” for' 
Interstate commerce.

Instead of that, Congress applied 
the new law to workers engaged In 
a ''closely related process ch- occu­
pation directly essential to the pro­
duction” of goods for interstate 
commerce.

Now back to the window washer. 
Hia Job was held to be “necessary 
to the production of goods'* for 
commerce under the old law. Will 
hia Job be "directly essential to the 
production of goods” for oommerce 
under the new law?

Most people think not. But it's 
still a gueetlcm. "W h y}

Because the congressmen who 
had most to do with the flnel ver­
sion of the new law put out a state- 
mant containing an apparent con­
flict.

New Delhi. India, Jan. 36 
India today inaugurated her 
president and became a aovereign 
democratic republic.

The installation of 64-year-old
Rajendra Prasad, veteran disciple of 
Mohandas Oandhl, ended the alle­
giance that for 178 years the vast 
Asia sub-continent has paid, willing­
ly or otherwise, to Britain’s king.

The new republic of India, re­
mains, however, a voluntary econom­
ic and pcditieal member of the Brit­
ish commonwealth. India Joined the 
commonwealth August 16,1947, when 
she and Pakistan became sovereign 
dominions.

Indians insisted on fulfilling their 
dream oí setting up a  sovereign re­
public. Pakistan has remained a 
British <k»nlnion.

The last chief of state supplied 
India by the British crown, Oovcr- 
Eww-Oencral Chakravartl Rajagopa- 
ladiarl, read the proclamation es- 
tablUhtng the "sovereign demócratic 
republic.” He opened the simple,
solemn ceremony in the magnificent 
government house Durbar Hall that 
once was the throne room for ^ -  
tain’s viceroys in India.

After the proclamation Prasad, 
who had been unanimously elected 
by the constituent assembly <m Taes- 
day, was sworn in as Indian first 
president.

Imprwement Bill

Washington, Jan. 36—Delayed ae- 

tim in the Senate may block ap­
propriations for a' numW of river 
and harbor Improvements in north­
eastern North Carolina this sesdon 
of Congress.

Congressman H«tert 0. Bonner 
says that unless immediate action 
is taken in the Senate oa a Rivers 
and Harbors bill (HR. 5472) passed 
by the House and submitted to the 
8«iate last session, the projects in­
cluded can not be ctmsidered for 
appropriations.

The projects which may be held 
up by the delay in the Smate in­
clude;

(1) An $860,560 Oregon Inlet and 
Manteo Bay project which would 
accumulate annual benefits of an 
estimated 1193,455, including a 
$150,000 increased catch (tf fish in 
the area;

(3) An $80,000 jm>Je(̂  in Far 
Creek near Englehard;

(3) And a $113,00 Inland Water­
way improvement project in the 
vicinity of Fairfield. N.C., which 
would drain and make suitable for 
cultivation 2500 acres (tf land.

The bill which provides tor the 
projects wu in th« Senate at the 
last session. Had it been approved 
that, the projects might have re­
ceived aixwoprUtlons this sessten, 
Mr. Bonner said.

The House AppropriatiOQS Com­
mittee is now holding bearings on 
projects already autoorted, Mr. 
Bonner reputed. "Project* not 
fully authorised by law will not be 
cuisldered," he declared. .

However, it is possible that when 
the Senate considers th« appropria­
tions bill, it might indude the pro­
jects, provided they have been au­
thorized by law at that time, Mr.
