Interviewing Char-
lie about his trip was unusually

In Hamburg, Germany, which was
the location of his first business
transaction. Hamburg is a city of
probably 8 million and a half
people. During the war Hamburg
was the object of 83 air ralds, and
about 300,00 homes were de-
stroyed. The sales agent who rep-
resents the Greenville Tobacco
Company in Hamburg lives in an
eight-room house, but for the time
being he can use only three. The

mass destruction of homes has -

made it necessary for the people
of Hamburg to double up. Those
who have homes have to take in
those who do not, like it or not.
Of course the roomers have to
pay a fair rent.

My first question for Charlie
was, “Iow are things ln Europe?”
The answer was good news. Char-
lie says that conditions are much
better than they were last year
when he was there. The shops are
full of products to buy (but most
things are still too high-priced),
more people are working, and the
feeling toward America is muth

rebuilt, but one-story buildt are
filling spaces formerly filled by
multi-story buildings.

The people of Europe are scared
to death of another war, but in
spite of that the morale is much

Houses in Germany have ex-
tremely high pitched roofs, so that
snow will slide off fast. Also, most
of the houses are made of stone
or brick, and have tile ‘reofs.
There are very few wooden houses
in Europe.

The food Is good In every coun=
try Charlie visited, but very high
priced. Europeans don't eat meat
as frequently as we do, but the
reason is price and not availa-
bility.

It cer-
tainly is not true now. Kerr Scott

He won, Then he and his chief
supporters forgot the essential
facts of that campaign, adopted
the same policies they had pro-
tested, and assumed the right to
tell the people how to vote. They
lost, and for exactly the same rea-
sons they won in 1948. The peo-
ple exercised their inherent right
to do their own choosing and
voice protest against a few big
shots saying the candidate we
favor cannot be beaten—because
we won't permit that to happen.

CONTRAST—There is striking
contrast between reaction of the
people to appointed legislators
and appointees in other high of-
fices. Every member of the sup-
reme court attained his present
pogition first by appointment,
(Chief Justice Stacy went to the
court by election, but was ap-
pointed chief.) Each has sub-
sequently been elected by the peo-
ple. Several superior court judges
and .about half the council of
state were first -appointed and
later elected. Popular vote has
never confirmed . executive ap-
pointments to the United States
senate, Governors and lieuten-
ant governors cannot be appoint-
ed or re-elected. The five times
that lieutenant governors have
sought to move up to first place
resulted in failure. Daughtridge,

FUTURE—The same folks who
picked a governor and a senator
In 1948 and a senator last week
will pick the next governor and
senator when the time arrives
for doing that job.
