They range from radio 
broadcasting stations to safety 
pins, from immense crawler type 
tractors to diplomas, from motor 
boats to artificial limbs, from as­
phalt to most delicately refined 
chemicals—all important, all to 
meet a particular need, all re­
quired at a certain time and place, 
or the wheels of State will fall to 
run in the way Its cltlzeiu have 
come to expect. A State witn more 
than four million people finds It­
self a large consumer of materials, 
and In some cases the largest sin­
gle consumer of certain supplies 
within its borders.

HUB—With the Budget Bureau, 
also a branch of the Executive

Tte first of 
these is known as a “Term Con­
tract” and to intended to antici­
pate routine needs. Its eharae- 
teristics are that it covers a very 
definite period of time, and estab­
lishes a definite price or discount, 
but the quantities are approxfmate 
or estimated. An example of this 
type of contract is that cm gaso­
line, whereby tte  State totahlishee 
contraetoally tte  price for a  p«r|od 
of six monttia or one year for each 
county to the State, and each ag­
ency purchases its re<)uirem«its 
at the contract price. The type of 
contract lends Itself particularly 
to Items frequently purchased, the 
prices of whteh are not subject 
to such rapid fluctuations as to 
make a term contract Impractical. 
By the use di this type of contract 

ithe Division attempts to anticipate 
the needs of the various using 
agencies of the State so that when 
a need arises adequate provision 
will have been made for filling it.

SPECIFIC—The second type of 
contract contemplates the pur­
chase of specific quantities of ma­
terials to be delivered at certain 
times and places. Under this type 
of contract are those items not 
regularly required, and also those 
Items which are subject to a rap­
idly fluctuating market. Into this 
category fall foo(Js stuffs such aa 
flour, canned goods, and beans. 
The need for items handled in this 
manner Is communicated periodi­
cally to the Division to the form 
of tabulatéd estimates. . These es­
timates are Consolidated |Bd re­
quests for bids prepared.

He triti 
to teach them fellowship, broth- 
«‘hood, social responsibility—and 
personal independence and self- 
reliance.

Since he works with boys rang­
ing from li^to 18, this msans he 
must be. a* mixture of mother, 
father, older brother, priest, 
judge, advisor and teacher. Thats 
a lot to ask from s guy who gives 
his time fdk nothing.

As a top scout executive said;
“It is easy to poke fun at 

scoutmasters, and toe cartoon­
ists do. But they are the back­
bone of the scouting movement. 
Without them it would fall. You 
couldn’t ralas the money to pay 
these men for what they do of 
their own free will."

A bAlding, sunburned, paunch- 
heavy man in shorts may look a 
bit ri(|iculous plowing through a 
forest with a pack of ai^le yep- 
t^ng boys at his heals. He may 
look like a fuirir hen trying to 
police its wayward chicks.

But be probariy knows that, 
too. The thing is, he also has a 
feeling of oooslderable satisfac­
tion that what he is doing la 
worthwhile — hii fun la seeing 
that his boys teve K»ne fun and 
grow up teilthyi strong and 
idealistio. They hrip him stay 
young in heart himself.

Studies over the pai^- year 
ahowed that personnel of ’ tire 
Women’s Army Corps (WAO) 
hage a tendency to gaJh lilg h t 
on the 3.600-caiorie diet set up 
in the Army's master menq- tor 
men. -

“This often necessitates th* is­
sue of largw unlfofms g few 
months after enlistmtnl a*4 in­

volves problems of physlgii: fit­
ness,* a WAC offiser tom me. 
The new daily ration for «omen 
has been reduced to 3,409 Ottories, 
but “tins does not mean ws have 
lessened toe amount of food. 
Mostlv, we have substituted more 
vegetables and fruits for starch- 
es.’

The new diet was worked out 
by nutritKm technicians of toe 
Army Quartermaster Cmps and 
toe Medieal Department after 
surveying Army women’s esUng 
habits St toe WAC Training 
Center at Fort Lee, Va.

The survey ahowed that local 
menus prepared predominantly 
for male troops were followed 
with but few deviations by the 
girls. The technlclsns figure 
that the master menu allows 
1,000 to 1,200 calories a day more 
than women need. The new 
menu revieran was furalslied to 
ccmmandli^ officers at WAO de­
tachments a few months ago. 
General instructions go like this:

Breekfast—fruit or juice, freril 
OP canned unsweetened , . . (miy 
one egg . . .  as litUe fat as pos­
sible . . .  hot cakes and ayrup 
only once a month . , . toast,

This is the top policy-making 

group In the government. But—the 
President makes the decisions, since 
the other members of the Security 
Council are only advisers. It meets 
when the President wishes.

4. National Security Resources 
Board. (NSRB). Symington, former 
secretary of the Air Force, ft chair­
man of this. Other members of this 
board are cabinet members; the sec­
retaries of the Trresuiy, Defense, 
State, Interior, Agriculture. Com­
merce and Labor.

The NSRB’s Job ft to advise the 
President on the “coordination of 
military, Industrial, and civilian mo- 
bilftation.” Which means;

It has the Job of planning-ln 
case of war—for getting equipment 
and arms made for the m i l i t a r y  
forces; converting plants to wartime 
use; and using civilian manpower. 
It has to plan in such fields as
