A graduate of
Mars Hill and Wake Forest, he is
now working for the doctorate at
Duke University. In his new posi-
tion here, he will teach such courses
as philosophy of religion ind ethics
and will work with all religious
organizations on the campus.

Politics As Usual
The War Must Wait

Polibies as usual. That seems to be the
polley of the officials of the federal gov-
erament from the President down through
eongress in this election year of 1950,

With the touchy international situation

and the Korean war, these days seem to be -

anything but what we would call “normal
times.” Yet as the war clouds hecome more
'dense over most of the world, the solons
and the members of the administration are
_eoasting along on what they term officially
48 & “non-emergency’’ basis,

They have -declared that “if an emerg-
ency existed we could do this” or “if tHere
were an emergency we could do that" in
connection with the nation's defense pro-
gram and war effort,

So far the government has failed to im-
pose domestic controls which would seem
‘wise, or to move the mobilization to the

place it should be. Both Democrats and Re-

publicans are resting on their fat haunches
“awaiting the passing of November before
they take any definite action which would
protect our country and preserve the lives
of perhaps thousands of our fighting men.
The congressmen and members of the ad-
ministration are not undertaking any meas-
ures which they fear may cost their respec-
tive parties any votes at the polls in Novem-
ber.
There is no emergency. They are going
with politics as usual.
~ But what'about this emergency which
official Washington refuses to recognize in

AT
its actionsa? :

Ask other groups whether an emergency
exists, and we believe you will get answers
which differ greatly from those which come
out of official Washington. 2

Ask the soldier who is slopping around
in the mud of Korea, crouching under his
steel heimet praying the next exploding
shell will not rip his body, open. He'll tell
you there is an emergency. Ask the fami-
lies of the five Pitt county soldiers who
have been named in the casualty lists from
the Korean front, They will tell you there
is an emergency.

If you want to, ask the young man who
has been called to give up his job and leave
his wife and child or children to go into
military service, He'll tell you that this is
an emergency. )

But the po}it,icinns:5 can not have an
emergency—at least not until after Novem-
ber. In spite of their tearful pleas for pa-
triotism and their promises to do every-
thing to keep American fighting men from
being killed, their actions are speaking
louder than their words.

In their speeches national defense comes
first. In their action the grand old game
of politics is getting their full attention;
and #o far as congress and the administra-
tion are concerned American bovs will have
to keep losing their lives until after Novem-
ber and the election.

National Whirligig
News Behind The News

WASHINGTON, Sept. 6—-Top-level officialt in
the State and National Defense Departments, as well
as key members of Congressional committees dealing
with diplomatic and military matters, would be knock-
ed off their complacent chairs if they could hear
private, British and French reaction to muttered de-
mands that “they get in and fight alongside Uncle
Sam in Korea and elsewhere” Perhaps they have
heard these official and unofficial mutterings.

When a minor but curious member of the Truman
Administration recently asked a British Embassy at-
tache about England's rearming of Russia the frank
and realistic Englishman replied:

’

*“I don't and can't defend it. But may 1 point
out that we have just increased the length of service
of conscripts from eighteen to twenty-four months,
while you don't have real conscription at all? May
I also note that we have more men fighting in Burma,
Malaya and on guard in other unseftled areas than
you have in Korea?”

BACRIFICES—The reaction—it might be called
resentment—of the French {s similar. It should be
noted here, however, that these representatives of
London and Paris are not bitter. They see our view-
point, but they think that we fail to appreciate their
attitude and contribution.

France, for instance, has twice as many soldiers
in Indo-China as we have sent to Korea as of today.
Like Britain, the French also have a stern system
of conscription,

. In proportion to their resources and population,
the men of London and Paris think that they are
making as great or greater sacrifices than the United
Btates.

BAYONETS—Premier Pierrct also grumbles be-
cause his country's military plrdges have not been
fully publicized here by the White House, the State
Department or the Pentagon.

At recent councils for formation of a Furcpean
Army, he says, France has promised to .aise and
maintain, with some help from us, twenty divisions—
ten in France and ten in Germany. Paris can equip
and support about one-third of these units, counting
on us to provide for the other two-thirds.

In short, both the British and French want to
see American bayonets as well as dollars gleaming
in the suns of Alsace-Lorraine and the Rhine Valley.

FORUM—Providing a national forum for General
Douglas A. MacArthur to air his embarrassing, anti-
Administration views on Formosa was no mere ac-
cident on the part of the Veterans of Foreign Wars.
Although Secretary Louis A. Johnson had hoped for
an invitation to address their national convention,
the VFW's preferred a message from MacArthur,

As former commander of the American Legion,
the West Virginian has never been popular with these
overseas veterans. The two groups quarreled violently
in the early days of the Roosevelt Administration,
when it was charged that Mr. J. showed partiality
to the Legionnaires as Under Secretary of War.

He supported the severe cuts which F.D.R. made
in veterans' pensions and allowances, while the VFW
favored milder curtailments.

CRITIC—A severe Johnson critic on Capitol Hill
has been Representative James E. Van Zandt of
Altoona, Pa, former head of VFW and still a power
in its inner circle. It was Mr. Van Zandt who pre-
cipitated the B-36 investigation that led to Congres-
sional surveys and demands for strengthening the
military establishment.

Mr. Johnson has never forgiven him for that
enterprise. which was warmly commended by Carl
Vinscn, the Georgia Democrat who heads the :House
Armed Bervices Committee,

DOGHOUSE --In fact, the unhappy Mr. Johnson
is not too popular with the present American Legion
hierarchy. He and former Commander Paul V. Mc-
Nutt, who claims to have more influence with World
War I doughboys than the Cabinet member, have
frequently clashed as rivals for the presidential or
vice-prec dential nomination.

In fact, the likable and amiable Secretary of
Nationa! Defense is today the Joneliest man in Wash-
ington, which can be an awfully lonely doghouse for
A man who, like Mr. J, craves publicity, public es-
teem and the presidency. W

ACHESON —Although Capitol Hill Democrats, in-
cluding men who thing they have the presidential
ear, agree with the demand for a Johnson fadeout,
they defend Secretary of State Dean Acheson and
favor his retention. The difference is reflected in
their private and public comments, and in campaign
speeches back home.

They maintain that, in view of the weakness and
corruption of the Chianz Kai-shek regime, the U.S,
had no alternative to withdrawing support from: him.
They cite the billions we gave him, and blame him,
not Mr. A, for their misuse, They point to the Mar-
shall Plan, the Truman Doctrine and the general
anti-Russia containment program ‘as constructive
achievements,

In the last analysis, however, they back Acheson
because it is difficult to single him out as the sole
architect of our foreign misfortunes. Any Secretary
of State 15 a shifting and shadowy political target.

about !ut:% orders, they advise,
So far, tiere have been no maj-
or consumer boycotts of Iron Cur-
tain products, or even very much
buying resistance. But a sharp
worsening of relations with Rus-
sia could provoke trouble for re-
tailers. Hysteria could lead to
accusations that merchants han-
dling such goods were pro-Com-
munist. Such charges could be
more costly to & business than be-
ing stuck with boycotted goods.
The advice to avoid Iron Cur-
tain goods has been prompted by
the boycott of such wares by East
Coast longshoremen. President
Truman has indicated he will act
to end this boycott if the situation
gets bad enough, since he feels

that it is the job of the State De<’

partment, not of the AFL. In-
fernational Longshoremen's As-
soclation, to set foreign policy.
However, the speed with which
the boycott spread and the sup-
port it gained from other unions
and the public shows a latent re-
sentment against Soviet trade
which could easily be fanned in-
to action against retailers.

In New York, two retall work-
ers unions, one CI.O. ‘and one
AFL., are opposing the sale of
merchandise made in “Commun-
ist slave labor factories.” One of
the unions has been opposed to
the sale of such goods since 1947
and has threatened to protest to a
chain of stores with which it has
a contract if Soviet or satellite
goods are handled, There have
been no protests because the
chain declined to handle such
goods.

There is more to the longshore-
men's boycott than has appeared
in print. Joe Curran, president of
the union, has won the upper
hand over an active Communist
faction and he is determined to
crack down on Communists wher-
ever he can. The International
Fur and Leather Workers Union
is Strongly leftish. - Its president
is Ben Gold, for 30 years a lead-
er of the Communist party, from
which he resigned last week sole-
ly to be able to file a non-Com-
munist affidavit. He still believes
in Communism. Irving Potash,
manager of the New York Fur-
riers Joint Council, is one of the
eleven Communists convicted of
conspiring to overthrow the gov-
ernment. Not only is the union
about as red as they come, but
many of the employers have
shown sympathy with the Com-
munists. possibly moved only by
A desire to get along with the
union.

80 when Curran's longshore-
men refused to unload Soviet
goods, which were largely furs,
they were costing Gold's men jobs
and creating losses for their em-
ployers. The boycott had no im-
mediate effect on the Russians.
They had already been paid for
their goods.

They first tested the poasibili-
ties of using “burnt eorsl"—the
powder used by natives for white-
washing their bulldings,

Mitchell, while stationed in Sa-
moa, noted s lot of stained teeth
among the natives and figured
that “burnt coral” might be =
help If it proved acceptable for
use,

Burnt coral is made placing
fresh coral on burning logs In a
pit. This is left to smoulder for

- approximately a week.

The researchers found

‘- while the powder hindered the

growth of certaln moyth germs
and was even less abrasive to
teeth than some commercisl pro-
ducts—it had s distinct drawback.

As prepared by the natives for
use as & whitewash, burnt coral
consists largely of calcium oxide.
When this is conibined with
saliva, a chemical called calcium
hydroxide is. produced. And this
is irritating to the lining of the
mouth, >

Just about thls time Mitchell
was assigned back to this coun-
try, and he hit upon another
idea: Maybe if you heat fresh
coral just right—without burning
it—the natural ealeilum earbonate
it contains will not be changed to

The magic is in the hormones
cortisone and ACTH. They 'are
famed for bringing relief of pain
In rheumatoid arthritis, But the
wonder hormones have a far great-
er medical significance, Dr, Peter
H. Forsham of Harvard University
Medlcal School told the American
Chemical Society.

With them, physiclans have a
chance to abolish the distress and
symptoms of disease at will, and
give you a better chance to fight
disease, he said,

In pneumonia, invading germs
produce a violent inflammatory re-
actlon In your lungs. Fluld and
bus flood the delicate air spaces,
breathing comes hard, and you run
& high fever.

“On ACTH or cortisone, the en-
tire reaction will vanish. And
while pneumococci (germs) still
crowd the lung, the cells no longer
react to them. It is obvious that
sickness has been abolished while
the disease is still present,” Dr.
Forsham said.

Conquest of the disease, aside |
