New York, Sept. 16 —(AP)— An 

historic American proposal to in­
clude United States and German 
troops In a unified battle force for 
the defense of Western Europe con­
fronted the North Atlantic Council 
today.

The plan demanded one of the 
gravest decisions from the Atlantic 
alliance since it came into being.
' The plan was outlined to the 
council late yesterday by Secretary 
of State Dean Acheson. who pre- 
•ented It as a one-package deal

He told the reiMtsentatives of 
the other eleven ‘Atlantic powers 
that the United States is THiáy to 
take the revolutionary step in its 
own foreign policy and assign 
troops to a European force, pro­
vided the other nations take other 
•teps necessary to assuie an ade­
quate defense,

consider it essential to include pro­
vision for the formation and arm­
ing of German units with, however, 
the limitation that they should not 
constitute a German national army 
and should be entirely subject to

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To Tobacco And Sellingf
Many Employed In 
Processing Weed

T hellrst step in the careful i»ocess of fneparlng tobacco for use in the manufacture to l^o « fo r com­
mercial use, begins in the receiving room at the local factories. In rooms like the ones above 
tobacco are weighed and separated according to gradea and sent to the leaf room for use when supplies 
become low*

Located deep in the heart of To- 

bacco Country, Pitt County depends 
,f  - largely on the "Qoldcn Weed” for 

much of its livelihood, but just how

Such docs the average person know 
M)ut the entire local tobacco In- 
istry?
Generally speaking, the great 

majority of the people are familiar 
with the planting of tobacco, har­
vesting it and selling of the finish­
ed'product later on the auction 
house floors;—But then what2 

At this point most people are 
willing to forget about the entire 
thing, now that the checks have 
been paid out and things begin to 
look better. Actually, there the main 
story of tobacco begins; in the fac­
tories.

First Step
The first step in the transform­

ation of the golden bundles of to­
bacco into the everyday items such 
as cigarettes, smoking tobacco and 
chewing tobacco, starts when the 
collected tobacco is brought to the 
factories after being sold, to begin 
its long processing trip before be­
ing delivered back to Mr. and Mrs. 
Citizen in the form with which 
they are familiar.

After being purchased by com­
pany buyers and delivered to the 
factory, it first lands In the receiv­
ing room.

There a careful check ia made to 
determine the correct weight of the 
tobacco, and it is then classed out 
according to the type grade placed 
on It previously by government 
graders.

From the receiving rocan  ̂ it is 
moved into wnat is called the “leaf 
room” among factory w^orkers. It 
is, as its name apuld imply, a stor­
age place for the leaf tobacco which 
ha.s been checked into the plant.

Here the piles of tobacco remain 
until the company buyers and offi­
cials have a chance to Inspect it, 
and determine if the correct grades 
have been placed on it. The inspec­
tion also finds any change which 
might have taken place in the leaf's 
condition since it was fhrt pur­
chased.

Hanging Room
Following the completion of the 

fftspcction of the leaf In the leaf 
room, it moves forward to the 
hanging rooms and blending rooms 
where the first changes are made.

The hangmg room Is occupied by 
long rows of machines along which 
moving belts go back and forth, 
with tobacco. At one end the

building are piles of tobacco. Negro 
laborers place the bundles on sticks 
moving on the belts in a continuous 
line. ,

There are between 22 and 26 bun­
dles of tobacco on each stick, tra­
veling past the graders. There, 
seated women scan the moving pilles 

''for any green or improperly curved 
leaves which need to be removed. 
The ability of the workers to keep 
up with the moving belts requires 
skill which only experience can 
bring. Along the belt moves hun­
dreds of pounds of tobacco per 
hour, 24 hours a day. The tobacco 
is run according to the type grades 
desired by the company at that 
time.

As the sticks are inspected they 
are then placed on racks and sent 
to the rcdrying plant.

Here the bundles of tobacco, still 
on the slicks, are placed on ma­
chines, capable of handling thou­
sands of pounds of tobacco hourly, 
and carried through a process of 
steam and heat with temperature.s 
ranging from 175 degrees to 210 
degrees. About one hour later, the 
redrying process is completed and 
the leaf is then ready to be trans­
ferred to another step in the line.

The main purpose in the steam 
and heat treatment is to “toughen 
up” the leaf so that it will keep 
for almost an indefinite period of 
time. The leaf which is¡ not to be 
used at once is placed in another 
section for special attention.

Part of the tobacco which came 
out of the leaf room, is next placed 
on a series of conveyer belts fed 
by Negro women, until it comes to 
a circular blade which cuts the to­
bacco bundles In half, leaving the 
tips of the tobacco in one section 
and the top in another. The topa 
which have dropped into baskets 
along the way are then taken and 
subjected to the same heat treat­
ment given the full bundles. The 
lower .sections then go to the stem­
ming room. The heat enables the 
stemming process to go ahead with­
out harming the leaves.

Most factories are made up of a 
scries of conveyer bells which, after 
the tobacco has begun to be pro­
cessed. is then transferred from 
one section to another by machin­
ery.

Stemmijif Ptoccm
In tears gone by. hundreds of 

workers were hired by factories to 
pick by hand the sterna and trash

Here hands place the sticks of tobacco received from the hanging room on racks, and send them to the 
redry mg room where they are kept for an hour. The process ranges m temperature from ITS to 210 degreea.

As the sticks of tobacco come out from the heat room, they are taken by negro laborers and placed ht 
hogsheads, which when filled will weigh from 830-8M pounds each. They are then either stored in local 
warehtHises or shipped to manufacturing planta.

In earlier years, the process of stemlng the tobacco was all done by 
hand laoor. Here is shown a modern machine which takes the stems 
from the leaf as it rolls along the moving belt. Some 60 women m 
this plant now handle the job previou.sly held by 350-400 workers be­
fore the modern machinery was installed.

The strip tobacco which goes throi«h the same process as the whole bundle is shown as it comes out of 
the heat treatment room. A brush takes out the moisture which remains in the tobacco. The proccaa ia A 
toughenmg up process which enablea the tobacco to go through the stemming unmjured.

The gray market which has begun ita 
operations throughout the country is as se­
rious I  thzcat to the nation’s economy now 
IS th i  inftmoui black market was during 
World War n . The removal of the gray 
miricft, however, will take more than the 
itfo rti of a government regulating agency.

If the gray market ia to be successfully 
b ittlid , the potential customers of the gray 
market muit cooperate by not purchasing 
geoda from queationable lources at higher- 
thiB-mirket pricea. The result will be a 
price epbal which will bring profits only 
to tkoee who a n  operating the gray mar- 
k i t

The State And Society 
Share The Crime Problem

^W f are constantly turning criminals 
loose OB society without seriously having 
done anything to change their attitudes to 
make useful citizens of them.”

Thott were the words of State Paroles 
Commissioner T. C. Johnson who spoke 
Wednesday night in Pactolus. They de­
serve the attention of all the people of 
Korth Carolina.

Johnson said the crime rate in our state 
is increasing appallingly in both the rural 
sections and the urban centers. By the end 
of the year there will be more than 10,000 
people in the state penal institutions serv­
ing time for crimes they have committed. 
Ninety-two per cent of the criminals will 
ultimately be released, and over half of 
them will commit crimes again.

Johnson said the fact that the penal sys­
tem of North Carolina does not rehabilitate 
criminal! for useful lives as law-abiding 
qitizena is not the fault of the prison depart­
ment of the state. The fault must lie either 
within the state departments or within the 
society of the state itself.

We are inclined to agree with Commis­
sioner Johnson who said the increase in 
juveniles involved in crimes is alarming. 
Perhaps th e n  is a two>fold solution to the 
grave problem of crime in North Carolina. 
Perhapa the solution to the problem lies 
both wHh the state prison system and the 
people at large of the state;

The home life of many young people 
aends them on their way to crimes which

sooner or later (usually sooner) land them 
in a penal institution. More than likely «the 
ihortcomingi of a child can be traced to the 
shortcomings of the child's mother and fa­
ther aa parents. They have neglected their 
responsibility to their offspring and left the 
kid to ahift for himself in an environment 
in which delinquency is the rule rather than 
the exception.

For those who are not taught at home to 
be good citizens of society, there must be 
some adequate means for protecting the 
people of the state from them. If, as John­
son aays. North Carolina ia turning loose 
criminali on lociety without seriously hav­
ing done anything to change their attitudes, 
something should be done to revamp our 
methods of dealing with criminals nonce 
they are put behind bars.

The problem is a serious and complicated 
one, and is not a problem which can be 
solved within a year or two, But on the oth­
er hand, serious study by competent erimi- 
nal experts should result in recommenda­
tions which could bring about mors deiir- 
able attitudes in ths ptopls who a r t placed 
in the state's criminal institutions.

The Reflector believes ths administra­
tion or ths General Assembly should take 
stepa to begin a long range program aimed 
at rehabilitating criminals to fit Into the so­
ciety of the state after they have served 
time for their offenses.

We are sure the state could gain much 
if men and women would fully shoulder 
their obligations and responsibilities as par­
ents.

WASHINOTON, Sept. 16-“What 1* the strength 
of the opposing forces in Korea?" asks R.O. of Char­
lotte, NC. “On the basi* of current operations and 
our program for increasing our forces, when do the 
mUltary experts at Washington expect to drive the 
Invaders bn^ond the 3Sth parallel?**

Answer; We have five divisions now on the lines 
—the Flrat Marines, Twenty-fourth, Twenty-fifth and 
Twenty-seventh Infantry, and the First Cavalry. 
There a r t  also some separate combat teams that 
(qierate as Integrated units, with their own artillery 
and supply facilities. However, since they are not at 
fidl itroigth, we probably have no more than 70,000 
men available for action.

D1FFERXÑCKS—The South Koreans have lost 
heavily, but their strength i* still placed at approxi­
mately 60,000. About 30,000 men from United Nations 
aUle* MTt to  route or in training, but only about
1.000 are mm m  the peninsula. Even when the 
others arrive, differences of language, training and 
weapon* will tend to make them less helpful than 
their number suggests.

The Nmlh Koreans have sixteen divisions as of 
today, with a reported large reserve force. It is gen­
erally believed that the enemy totals at least from
200.000 to 250,000, despite its losses. Of course, so far 
it auffert from lack of air power.

Even assuming that the Reda are not tiptop 
fightera, although their knowledge of the terrain 
offsets that disadvantage, we will probably need at 
least twice the number of their troops to launch a 
counteroffenilvi that will drive them north of the 
tSth parallel. Some Pentagon experts believe the 
ratio ¿lould be three-to-one in our favor.

Under our prewnt schedule of calling up National 
Guard divisions, riservlsts and draftees, it will be at 
.east another year before the United States will have 
such a superior force. And that assumes no active 
intervention by the Russians or the Chinese Com- 
munista.

MERGER—“As a member of an APL union.” 
writes T.C. of Sandusky, O., "I am Interested in your 
report that President Truman is trying to effect a 
merger of our organization with the CIO. I think it 
would oe a good stroke for the workingman, as Mr. 
Truman says. What are the prospects?’’

Answer: I have checked on the results of the 
“love feast” of the two groups which Mr. Truman 
attended. I find that William Green and Philip Mur­
ray are no nearer together than they have been, 
ever since they began negotiations for a merger. In 
fact, the so-called reunion conferences have been 
called off indefinitely.

JOBS—Prsonal and jurisdictional Jealou.sles are 
largely responsible. An efíéfctlve fusion of the two 
unions would mean the loss of well-paying Jobs for 
many high official* in both organizations. There could 
not be two presidents, for instance, and neither Bill 
nor Phil want to step aside.

Either the carpenters or the electricians, to men­
tion only two squabbling groups, would have to sur­
render lucrative portions of their working fields. 
With wages and Jobs expanding during the current 
demand, neither is willing to compromise.

Moreover, the AFL takes a toplofty attitude, being 
the larger and more powerful organization. Having 
a reported 8.000,000 membership as against CIO’s 
4.000,000 (and those figures are probably high), the 
older outfit does not want to merge so much as to 
swallow the Murray men.

TRIP—“In explaining what has happened to 
Vice President Barkely a few weeks ago," chides G. T. 
McW. of Albuquerque, N.M., "you failed to mention 
that the ’Veep’ has taken to the air through the 
courtesy of the U.S. Air Force on political missions, 
such as his recent trip on a B-17 bomber to the 
Jefferson-Jackson love fest here. Why are such flights 
authorized for payment by the taxpayers? Why did 
not the Democratic Party pay (he cost?”

Answer: The unofficial explanation is that Mr. 
Barkley represented the President, who always uses 
government facilities except on avowed campaign 
tours. Remember Franklin D. Roosvelt'i so-called 
inspection trips?

Every Administration cinches in matters of this 
kind. The Air Force, of course, always explains that 
it happened to have a plane making a, flight to the 
politician's appointed destination. They also point 
out that, no matter the purpose of the trip, it pro­
vide* training and extra-pay flying time for crews.

AGRICUITURE-North Caro­
lina’s place in the agricultural 
scheme of things is set out In 
literature prepared by the com­
merce and industry division of 
the department of coriservatlon 
and development for distribution 
outside the state. The data was 
assembled by the publications di­
vision of the department of agri­
culture, and is factual rather than 
propaganda type material. Some 
of the information would not be 
put out by a privately employed 
secretary of a chamber of ccm- 
merce; but the state agencies be­
lieve that the full picture, ihowlng 
the unfavorable along with the 
good, will be more effective in the 
long run.

LOPSIDED-In the first place, 
th e  agricultural econom y of the  
state Is lopsided and is so pre­
sented. Tobacco represents en­
tirely too large a part of total 
farm income. Importance of to­
bacco in the state’s agricultural 
economy can readily be seen by 
comparison with statistics for 
other states, noted for particular

crops. For Instance, on basis of 
1949 figures, tobacco means as
much to North Carolina as cattle 
does to Texas; considerably more 
than wheat means to Kansas; 
about three times what citrus 
fruits mean to California and 
Florida; five times as much as 
potatoes m̂ aan to Maine. In dol­
lars and cents the record shows 
that North Carolina farmers in 
1949 derived a total of $705.646,000 
from sale of farm produce. Of that 
total $559,661,000 came from f|eld 
crops and $145.985,000 from live­
stock and poultry, including by­
products. Tobacco alone accounted 
for $369,284.000—well above half 
total farm Income and two and a 
half times the yield from uU live­
stock and related items.

ACREAGE—While tobacco com­
pletely dominates the financial 
picture of farming operations, it 
is noted that land devoted to this 
crop embraces approximately 631,- 
300 acres—less than four percent 
of total farm land acreage in the 
state and just about eight percent 
of "crop” land.

CORN — More acreage is de­
voted to com than to any other 
crop and com is listed as a major 
crop in every county, although it 
has not been grown commercially 
to great extent in North Carolina. 
"Cash” creps include cotton and 
peanuts, with niore and more a t­
tention to livestock, especially 
dairying and poultry enterprises. 
Acceptance of hybrid corn and 
development of curing and stor­
age facilities may move that crop 
farther toward the front. Field 
per acre has mot^ed up from about 
20 bushels a few years ago to 35 
or 38 bushels now.

LIVEST(XK-Interest In live­
stock Is growing rapidly. The 
number of milk cows on farms 
increased from 358,0(X) to 374,000 
during the ye.ar ending June 30, 
1950. For the same period the 
number of Grade A milk produc­
ers went up from 3,042 . to 3,713. 
Sheep population climbed from 
around 35.000 to nearly 45,000. 
Figures are not given on hogs and 
beef cattle, but growing Interest 
in these types of llevstock has 
been noticeable.

YOUR RESPONSIBILITY 
AND MINE

America has its foes within and 
without, and some of them are 
sinister and vicious. But I am 
persuaded that a thoughtful and 
careful examination of the home 
front conditions would reveal a 
greater threat from within to our 
peace and security than any ene­
my threat from without. No for­
eign evil, originating In Moscow 
or elsewhere, can implant Itself 
in American life without prepara­
tion first being made for Its re­
ception and nurture.

To halt and turn back the in­
vaders, we must build up and es­
tablish a solid, united front of 
resistance. There must be well 
organized group work, and each 
individual must assume his or her 
respbnsibillty in the task.

There are two important tasks 
for the group to accomplish. First. 
It is essential that adequate pre­
parations be made to enable every 
individual to bring out and deve­
lop the very best that there Is 
within him. 'Various forces and 
agencies must combme their ef­
forts and work together in ob­
taining thU objective. The home, 
the sclicK)!. the rhurch, and all 
rivir.  ̂ and Itatrrnal einups should 
rn-orri'.i’a'e tiipir effort* in mak­
ing It possible lor every indivi­

dual, regardless of color, class, or 
creed to do his best.

In the second place, the group 
Is responsible to Its members for 
any evil Influence or practice 
which It permits to become an­
chored within its borders. Evil 
practices and lawlessness produce 
criminals, and criminality en­
dangers the peace and seciirlty of 
the community, as It destroys the 
life and usefulness of the indivi­
dual.

We pride ourselves in our long 
list of achievements, and not 
without reason. We have pro­
vided splendid opportunities for 
bringing out and developing the 
finest and best qualities of man­
hood and womanhood in our gen­
eration. Our sphools and institu-

- ■ ■ 1tions of higher learning stand as 
living, enduring monuments to 
the thrift, foresight, moral cour­
age, and determination of a peo­
ple bent upon providing every 
man, woman, and child with the 
best possible means of developing 
into the noblest and most useful 
types of citizens.

But. on the other hand, we 
have little reason to applaud our­
selves for the defensive and 
clean-up job we have done. Pre­
vailing conditions raise their 
voices above the acclamation of 
praise, and point an accusing 
finger at us for our indifference 
and failure. We have allowed 
brazen evila to pollute the very 
atmosphere wl'lrh nur children, 
and our neighbor,*’ chlidren, 
breatii every day. Some of these

evils have legal sanction, others 
operate in violation of statute 
laws, but they are all poisonous 
and Injurious to the individual, 
and detrimental to society. Some 
of them are ao bold that they 
defy the law, and challenge the 
law and everybody to do aome- 
thlng about it. The operation of 
these evils greatly reduces the ef­
fectiveness of the provisions we 
have made for Improvement and 
advancement. The loss of one boy 
or girl to sin and crime is tragic.

Outwardly, we feel gratified 
when prominent newspapers, such 
as Winston-Salem Journal, point 
out our city and county as a mo­
del or example for the law "en­
forcement" business a g a i n s t  
“gambling." But inwardly are we 
satisfied? Does it make us happy 
to know that it takes thieves to 
turn-up criminals Can we live 
in complacency, knowing at the 
same time that our youth and 
our own peace and security are 
endangered by the existence of 
wickedness? There is still danger 
of wreck and ruin to the live* of 
our boys and girls, the objects of 
our fondest hope and most fer­
vent prayer, unless we get busy 
and root out the vicious evils that 
are strongly entrenched in their 
very midst.

Charles H. Spurgeon once said, 
"Building boys is better than 
mending men.” Let us think on 
these things, and assume our per­
sonal responsibilities.

Travel agents, a nervous breed 
whose business is affected by the 
temperature nf international re­
lations, say they see no reason to 
get the wind up Currently they 
have before them comforting stat­
istics which show that September 
in outgoing steam passages are 
slightly larger in number than 
they were lait year.

International plane traffic is 
from 10 to 15 per cent higher than 
last September. A lot of the latter, 
of course, is business travel, but 
agents are happy to deduce that 
this means international trade 
has mushroomed too.

The U.S. State Department’s 
Passport Division, on the other 
hand, has some cold figures on 
passport Issuance which might 
indicate tnat some people are 
getting a little nervous about 
straying too far from home. The 
State Department is not making 
any interpretations. However, from 
March through July the number 
of passports Issued monthly ran 
consistently from 2,000 to 4.000 
over 1949 monthly toUls.

Tliat’i why 
the Bureau of Labor Standards of 
the Department of Labor Is set­
ting out on a campaign to get all 
American children into school 
this yHr.

Borne 150,000 under 18 years of 
age who won't be going to school 
are children of farm famUlet, 
kept home to earn a tittle money 
or to help the family harvest 
cropa Just last year Congress 
passed an amendment to the Fair 
Labor Standards Act to give chil­
dren on farms the same protec­
tion that children in Industry 
have had for a long time. Now no 
child under 16 may be employed 
during school hours on farms 
raising products for IntersUta 
commerce. The provision does not 
apply to children working on 
their parents’ farm.

Mra Olive E  Clapper, widow 
of the late columnist Raymond 
Clapper and an author in bar 
own right, who Is now an Inform­
ation ipecialist in the Bureau of 
Labor Standards, tells ms that 
more is needed thsn a law to get 
tha children to school.

‘The public must understand 
ths need and voice its support of 
education for all rural a« well ai 
urban children,” Mra Clapper 
saya. “The migrant child and hte 
parents, moreover, must be reach­
ed and convinced that education 
means a bright future for ths 
child."
Mrs. Clapper says that the drive 

to get all children to school has 
been given a new Impetus be­
cause of the critical Internatiohal 
altuatlon. “The federal govern­
ment.” she ssyi, “feels ft is parti­
cularly Important that In time of 
crifli ws let to it that our moat 
prsciouf possession, our children, 
art prepared for ths future by 
continuing thslr education, llialr 
ability to glvs patriotic ssrvtcs li 
in direct proportion to the train­
ing and education tbty reoelvs in 
early years.”

♦ Continued from page three) 
found in the tobacco. Now modem 
machinery which requires only peo­
ple to keep the tobacco going into 
it and make an inspection of the 
finished product, has done away 
with more than 80 per cent of the 
required'labor. As the tobacco is 
received after being treated by heal, 
it moves mto a series of rollers and 
blades which take the leaf from the 
middle stems, leaving only the 
fleshy parts of the leaf. The stem* 
along with any small particles of 
tobacco left on them go to the 
thrasher machines when a process 
tends to leave only the stalk. The 
«mall pieces of tobacco scraps are 
then collected for later use.

While the script, u  the tobacco 1* 
now known, moves along the belt 
after leaving the stemmer. It Is in­
spected by workers who prll out 
any steins or trash remaining in 
the golden mass,
* On the heels of the stemming 
process, the “script" Is then given 
a variety of processing in order to 
remove any dirt, sand or trash yet 
In the leaf. This is all done by a 
system of machinery, while after 
each machine proces.<dng, personal 
inspection is made of the leaf.

When finally the leaf has been 
cleansed, it moves along to thp 
sa'nder which in turns whirls the 
leaf around in such a manner that 
all land collected In jts growing 
period is taken out and the pro­
duct comes out finished until it U 
stored in the hogheada

The same winding conveyer belt* 
then move the «mall leaves along tc 
the heat plants once more, where 
after being treated, the tobacco U 
pressed into the hogheads. Betweei 
830 and 980 pounds is thus itorec 
in each hogshead.

An Informal discussion pf the In­
vestment snd securities buiineas by 
Brskine Duff provided the msln 
psrt of the lUwants d u b  program 
last night at Its weiHtly meeting.

Duff, who is local representative 
of the First Securities Corporation 
of Duraam, centered his discuasion 
around the explanation of why the 
pub.’ic at large thinks the Invest­
ment and securitiei business is a 
"deep, dark secret," he said.

Outlining and elaborating on the 
business, Duff explained how se­
curity markets operate, the differ- 
enoea and similarities of bonds and 
stocks and how they are brought to 
market, the part the investment 
broker plays In everyday life of 
people. He also defined Investment 
versus speculation.

Reason for the business being 
whit Duff termed a deep, dark sec­
ret is due largely to the public and 
also the investment brokers them­
selves. The public, he stated, is 
generally not interestedJn the busi­
ness and the brokers have not it-  
tempted to explain the Inner work­
ing of the business.

He likened the profession to to­
bacco markets. He defined the list­
ed security market as being the 
same thing as the auctioning of 
tobacco and over the counter mar­
ket as similar to Independent to­
bacco buyers and their buslnesa.
