Min IBmellc Brooks, former Oreenvitte ‘nsid«»tt and at present home on furlmtfh irom her mbston station in Africa, was the featured speaker at the September meeting of the W. M. S. of Memorial Bap> tlst church held at the church Mon­day aftemoim.
The meeting was called to order, by th/ president, Mrs. N. C. Brpqks, and a short devotional was led by Mrs. R. E. Hardaway. Miss Joan Yvette Johnson sang a solo, after which Mrs. Hardaway introdUcéd the speaker.
Miss Brooks is a medical mlsslon- try stationed in Abeokuta, Nigeria, a British west coast colony in Afri­ca. She is a nurse on tl^e staff a.t Idi Aba, a school supported solely by the women of the Southern Bap­tist Convention and officially open­ed in 1934. IAbeokuta, the city in which the school is located, is sixty-five miles from the capital city and has a pop­ulation close to 100.000 It Is kod- ern in equipment, with public utili­ties and services to be found here, and though many of the buildings and homes are constructed of mud,

the sun hardens and bakes them to a. cement-Uke  ̂ fini^. The popula- tiqn is almo^ entirely native, hav­ing only about three hundred white 
npi'people, ipostly.goverripient officials. 

 ̂ Abec^uta is the cradle of Baptist mission work in Nigeria. Idi Aba, the mission school, was started many years ago by a lady who invited two or three , native girls into her home to aid them in learning domestic duties and some simple education. Now the school has an enrollment of 350 with a waiting list almost as long. Children are accepted from bndeigarten age through college.
. The school there is organized on a different grading basis from U. S. schools. The groups are called ‘ standards” Instead of grades. There Is no comparable high school, but the age group between elementary school and college age are placed for a preparatory training period if they plan to qualify for the higher ele­mentary course which corresponds with junior and senior college work. In this two- or four-year elemen­tary course, students are trained to be teachers.Bible is Vuight to every age group

Thé decision by foreign miniaters of the 
United States, Britain and France to bring 
the people of West Germany closer to the 
family of democratic governments was 
something that w'as bound to happen soon­
er or later.

We need West Germany’s contribution 
to maintain a balance of power as much as 
tbey need more freedom of action to build 
i  better life for themselves out of the 
^ c k i g e  of defeat.

Uking this step, tíia ministers de- 
m  fttUck against tha West Ger-

mao ffovamiRfnt would be trested ss an 
attack upon the three big powers . . .  an 
outright warning that the crims of Korea 
muat no be repeated.

Preaumediy, the over-all policy of deal­
ing with the •’’German question” is the re­
sult of much compromise, there’s little 
doubt but that the air of near-emergency 
was greatly responsible for the willingness 
to compromise anc^thus achieve something 
approaching positive action.
' The ultimate answer to Germany’s fu­

ture is unsettled and only time and erasure 
of the question-mark of Soviet planning will 
make it known.

On one thing the students of history are 
agreed: the German people will not re­
main divided.

Time Now For That 
Ounce O f. Prevention

It won’t be long now before Pitt County 
families will be firing up furnaces and 
heatera . . . that kind of weather seems 
just around the corner.

National Whirligig
News Behind The News

WASHDiO’TON, Sept. »-Prerident Tnimsn be­
lieves that hlR appointment of General George C. 
Marshall as National Defence SecreUry will rank 
with American resistance to the North Korean Reds’ 
Invasion as notification to Russia that the United 
States will mobittM all Its resources for a global show­
down. if It becomes Inevitable.

However, h i also feels that the selection of the 
Individual who virtually super-managed World War 
II  for ttie Allief, Including the Soviet, will incline 
Stalin toward compromises and peaceful settlements 
of msny pending disputes.

“George Marshall ii no war-monger or sabre- 
rattler," Mr. Truman has told several memben of 
Congress. “He has demonstrated that he is a man 
of peace and good will. But if any man can prepare 
this country for future crlsM, he is the man.”

“ASSISTANT ’—As evidence of the influence Gen­
eral Marshall la expected to wield in presidential 
councils dealing With foreign policy and military 
preparednese, Washington wags now refer to Dean 
Acheson as “Assistant Secretary for National De­
fense."

Despite possible overlapping of their authority 
and functions under the new regime, Secretary 
Acheson Is such a devoted admirer of his former 
•uperiof at State that no serious conflict like the 
Acheson-Johnson feud is expected to alienate them.

IRONY—In fact, their friendship and former 
ftssoclatlon may mark the end of a wartime and 
postwar period during which the military and diplo­
mats rarely cooperated. There is also the considera­
tion that the two agree generally on que^ions in­
volving Western Europe, the Far East ario Russia.

Indeed, the only criticism of the Marshall ap­
pointment is that he and Mr. Acheson were the archi­
tects of the Chinese program which unfortunate Louis 
Johnson was not given enough troops to support. 
Even loyal Democrats recognize the Irony in that 
situation.

• V • •

DEMOCRACY—Under a blueprint for the 'com­
mon defense" which General Marshall submitted to 
the White House, Congress and Pentagon associates 
soon after he resigned as Chief of Staff, the American 
people will be called on for even greater sacrifices 
than the personal and material hardships now con­
templated under a $30,000,000,000 defense budget.

The new Cabinet member is conviijced *hat uni­
versal military training Is “fundamental” to any 
system of prejMu-edness. Declaring that “no other 
practical plan has been offered," he describes it as 
“democratic and economical," despite w'hatever it may 
cost.

“It would be a perfect demonstration of democ­
racy,” he once said, “with rich and poor alike, side 
by side, rendering a common service.”

ft • • •

EFFECT—He thinks adoption of a program for 
a permanent national army In being or training would 
“have a far-reaching effect In obtaining a satisfac­
tory international agreement for the terms of the 
peace."

In other words, as President Truman suggests, 
universal military training might refute the Krem­
lin’s suspicion that the American people have become 
“soft,” and lead Stalin to scrap or at least postpone
his plans for world conquest.

• • • s

IMPACT—General Marshall’s other two defense 
"musts” are "an effectlva program of Industrial mo­
bilization” and “continuous scientific research.”

In.stead of a half-hearted and makeshift system 
of making factories prepare to shift to munitions 
manufactutf. he would have key industries set apart 
a certain ^ t io n  of their plants for turning out and 
perfecting models of new weapons, with government 
subsidies.

He advocates the expenditure of many millions 
instead of a nominal sum on invention and develop­
ment of ground, air and naval devices, an effort never 
pressed by th t White House, Congress or the Na­
tional Resources Security board except in time of 
war.

In fact, it is almost Impossible to appreciate nr 
measure the effect and scope of the impact which
Marshall's return to power will have.

• • • •

PRESTIGE—Although President Truman, former 
Secretary Johnson and General Omar N. Bradley 
have advocated a stern and drastic program of mili­
tarization. especially universal training, the differ­
ence is that none of them had the prestige or the 
determination of General Marshall. Except lor Gen­
eral Bradley, they permitted partisan political con­
siderations to weaken their demands.

General Marshall is a good Democrat, lar more 
loyal to that party than mo.st people realize, but he 
will not be influenced by petty motive.s. He will lay 
the law down to Congrc.ss, diplnmatically but con­
vincingly. Moreover, he still carries more weight on 
Capitol Hill than Mr. Trumali himself. D''mocrats 
and Republicana will heed advice from him that 
they would not take from the White Hou.se, for they 
recognize his utter unselfishness as a public <eivant.

Writing about Santa Claus in 
September might appear a trifle 
untimely, but this Santa performs 
the year around, n^hlch makes his 
activities year-around news.

SKYWARD — State depart­
ments, institutions and agencies 
will require something like two 
hundred million dollars for each 
of the next two years in order to 
maintain standards and meet de­
mands of the people for service. 
This is thé estimate of total needs 
expected to be presented to the 
advisory budget commission this 
week and next. If these requests 
are met the record-breaking 
$142,(KX),000 appropriated for the 
current year will be dwarfed to 
insignificance.

JUS’nnC A T IO N  — 'There li 
justification for every presenta­
tion. The revenue department 
wants 125 additional persons to 
keep closer check on tax collec­
tions, and insists that these men 
will recover enough money to pay 
their way several times over. 
There is demand that the state 
auditor’s office include in the 
scope of his work many euxiliary 
branches of state institutions- 
athletic fund.s, cafeterias and 
lunch rooms, student bands, and 
such. To do the job the auditor 
will need more men. E^ery day 
requests come to the state bureau 
of Investigation for aid to local 
law enforcement agencies, and 
SBI is being used more and more 
for intra-governmental investiga­
tions. The present staff is over­
worked. If agriculture is to be

adequately served the state de­
partment must enlarge its opera- 
tionift -More students at collegea 
require more physical equipment 
and additional professors. Public 
health is just beginning on a 
program that will call for many 
more dollars. All the state super­
visory commiasions—utilities. In­
surance, industrial, et als—report 
backlogs of cases unfinished for 
lack of personnel and equlfMnent.

CULTURAL— Tha educational 
and cultural aervlces, from public 
schools through universities and 
including library services, art and 
symphony societies, find North 
Carolinians increasingly respon­
sive to the desires of expanding 
facilities in these fields.

SCXlIAL-All the social servicei 
such as public welfare, correc­
tional institutions, t r a i n i n g  
schools and hospitals for both 
mentally and physically ill, are 
swamped with Increasing de­
mands for larger scope of activi­
ties. And every year some new 
orphanage or hospital enters 
plea for state aid in carrying on 
its work. It takes a coldblooded 
man to listen to these pleas and 
say no. But when there just isn’t 
enough to go around the budget 
commission and the general as­
sembly find themselves in the po­
sition of a father who must listen 
to his little girl cry because he

carmot buy her a new doll or— 
have an aching tooth treated. 
The problem facing the budge- 
teers is how far the state can or 
should go in buying dolls and 
treating ailments of those who 
cannot individually' finance the 
projects.

IMPOSSIBLE-One thing has 
already been proven by the few 
appearances before the budget 
commission; The requests can­
not be met without entirely new 
taxes. The present tax kystem, 
whkh has not been changed 
much since 1933, yielded revenue 
in excess of approprifttloni for 
at least fifteen years. B ut in the 
balmiest days of wartime pros­
perity when lurplusei were being 
built up, the revenue act did not 
yield anything like the amount 
which the itate lervlcea now re* 
quire. There are just two courses 
possible—up the taxes or down 
the appropriations.

n o U R E S -A  hundred dollars 
a year Is not much to spend on 
the education of a public ichool 
pupil—but for 900.000 pupils U Is 
ninety million dollars. With pri­
vate hospital costa running eight 
to ten dollai;s a day, four doilari 
seems low for a patient In a state 
mental hospital.

To Uie Editor:
Behind the Korean question 

lurks the awful doubt a¿ to whe­
ther this small war can be kept 
from overwhelming the world. 
Truman made the only choice 
possible fcr the UB. in ordering 
military assistance to South Ko­
rea to support the UN. It would 
be the height of folly to expect 
such a fortuitous combination of 
circumstances within the UN per­
mitting action to be present again 
in the future when a similar 
emergency arises.

We have had, I think, the final 
warning that containment and 
war preparation are necessary, 
but not enough. Such sliort-term 
strategic consideration without 
en overall objective may have 
disturbing effects. F^ast-moving 
and unpredictable events will 
carry the nations past the point 

• of no return, if all ncgotlation.s 
for án end to the arms race is 
postponed Indefinitely until we 
have c-stabiishcd ’’situation of 
strcnsth’’ as Secretary Acheson 
has suggebtcd.

With both the Soviet Union 
and the United States face to face 
with the prospect of World War 
III, the illusion that a cold war, 
tliat an all-out arms race, that a 
bitter struggle for allies can be 
prolonged indefinitely has been 
wiped out. Both governments 
must face the inescapable conclu- 
.sion that there la no alternative 
to a suicidal conflict, from which 
neither can emerge as victor, save 
a political solution to the problem 
of war itself. Such a political 
.solution must include acceptance 
by both of the necessity of streng­
thening the United Nations into a 
limited World Government.

While maintaining our full de­
fense effort, while creating such 
economic and strategic situations 
of strength as we can, while bol­
stering UN prestige and moral 
force by any means possible, this 
country has an opportunity, to 
launch a real not a ’phony” peaca 
offense, Renouncing all policies 
of appea.scmcnt, we should make 
a definite declaration of our in­
tention to seek UN Charter revi­

sion to establish a world feder­
ation open to all nations and with 
sufficient powers to outlaw war.

Immediate military expedients 
are in progress in so far as our 
resources permit. And yet pre­
vention of any immediate further 
outbreak—even a conclusive vic­
tory in Korea—can have no last­
ing effect on the peace of the 
world until a positive solution Is 
found to the problem of war it­
self. ’The World Federation Re­
solutions now before Congress— 
HCR 64 and SCR 56—supported 
by many leading American citi­
zens and public organizations em­
bodies the basic principle from 
which that solution can be de­
rived, furthermore Its adoption 
now Would directly Improve our 
present position in the struggle 
against world communism. A 
declaration now of th is funda­
mental foreign policy objective 
would put oui; day-to-day strategy 
in context with the intentions 
and aspirations of the American 
people with regard to world peace 
and freedom.

There may b« ft declina in the 

availability of private brands of 
radios, television leta, refrigera­
tors and other major appliances 
in the month ahead. .

Most of these private branda 
are manufactured by companiee 
that manufacture goods under 
their own names and trade 
marks. The private brands are 
sold to chains, big department 
storea and other outleta who mar­
ket .them under “captive” names.

’These manufacturers face a 
scarcity of materials which may 
cut total production, to  addition, 
war orders may cut t h ^  civilian 
production to a dribble.

So, as far ft! they ftit able, most 
of them will out beck the manu­
facture of private brands to uti­
lize available matariftls and man 
power for the ixroducUaa of their 
own brands.

Some day, relative peace may 
be restored in the world. When 
that comes, and both supplies and 
deihand become normal, con­
sumers will turn again to thosa 
brands that have been Iftpt fresh 
in their memory botli by avail­
ability of supplies and by adver­
tising. The longer a  manufac­
turer can keep his own brand on 
tha market, the shorter will be 
the opportunity for prospective 
customers to forget it. That’s why 
they’ll cut private brands adrift 
to maintain their own supplies.

In some cases, where chains 
have firm oontraots for supplies, 
manufacturers will be unable to 
give preference to their (fan 
brands. But where contracts have 
not contemplated this eventual­
ity, private brand trade will be 
cut. At least one television ma­
nufacturer has already stopped 
the manufacture of sets for sale 
under department stores’ brands. 
The company is ahort of mater­
ials and all that can be obtained 
goes into its own national brand.

’The importance of keeping 
brand names alive was illustrated 

»during and after the last war. 
The manufacture of civilian autoa 
was stopped. But the carmakers 
kept their names fresh by im­
proving maintenance services of 
their dealers, thereby keeping 
more of their cars on (he road, 
and by advertising.

After the war, more than 100 
projects for the manufacture of 
new automobiles were launched. 
But only one made any dent in 
the market, and it has had a hard 
time, despite the excellence of its 
cars. For the most part the pub­
lic was willing to wait for the cars 
they had seen on the road tnd in 
advertisements during the war.

Great clouds float tersns- 
ly over the blue sentinel hills at 
dusk. And the peasant girl looks 
shyly at the peasant boy.

The earth has given ita beat 
and is getting ready for a long 
sleep. It cares no more whether 
men waste or use its wealth than 
It does whether these same men 
dance in glee together upon its 
hills or spend their blood and 
breath seeing which can hold the 
highest ridge. It has done iU job.

But men. in the mists of yitLt, 
cannot share'the joy of the fruit­
ful autumn of the land. They re­
gard ""the beauty around them 
with alien eysa Itiey don’t feei

they see it but dimly. They arcn i  
here for loveliness. It only niekrk 
them more lonely.

As the United States expands 
its military forces it trains more 
cooks to feed them. Expansion re­
quirements have increased in the 
past few montlis. and six new 
sub-schools for cookery training 
have been added to the nine 
exlstmg schools.

With reduction of the ordinary 
course from 12 weeks to eight, and 
the addition of tJie new scliools, 
more than 3,500 new cooks will 
be trained for the Army, Air 
Perce and Navy by January 1951. 
Just how msny cooks the services 
already have, officials in the 
quartermaster genersli offica 
would not reveal.

“If the enemy knows how many 
cooks ws havé,” said one, “they 
can etaly figure out other things."

Most cooks, the Quartermaster 
Ckirps telli me, have never before 
been near a kitchen, know no 
more about bailing an egg than 
about whlpplnx up a plr.

Cooks are selscted after they’ve 
taken a battery of tests to “indi­
cate their aptitude areas." if a 
man makes a minimum score of 
90 In “Aptltudé Area in,” which 
h u  something to do with ability 
to raad and conproheod the basic 
principles of mathematics, he’s 
supposedly csptble of becoming 
a cook, although ss far as cook­
ing Itaalf goas, there is no ohe 
“area" which Indicates this abi­
lity.
